MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       MAY 3, 2010

Chairman Northcott called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

 Present: Chairman Northcott, Selectmen Lawrence Robinson and Gina Paight.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MPD – Chief Lyons  -  Chief Lyons and Sgt. LaMears were in attendance. Chief Lyons asked if the Selectmen knew the details regarding the open house at Meetinghouse Pond. Chairman Northcott explained that NH Fish and Game had recently reconstructed the boat landing and the Town had no obligations in regards to the open house.

Chief Lyons informed the Board that a dead coyote was reported at a Granite Street residence. The Police Dept. had been tracking the animal around town as a result of various sightings of what appeared to be a sick coyote. Chief Lyons reported that he would not be attending the FBI conference in Boston in July due to unforeseen expenses, which have depleted his budget prematurely. Chief Lyons explained that the police intern was currently in the conference room experiencing an interview panel/oral board. Several town residents volunteered to stage the “mock” panel to allow the intern to experience the interview process.   Chief Lyons and Sgt. LaMears left at 7:00 PM.

7:00PM -  Scheduled appointment did not show 

At 7:05PM Mr. Heyman joined the Selectmen after finishing the oral board for the police intern. He reported that the discussion went well.  Mr. Heyman left the meeting at 7:30 PM.

Mr. and Mrs. Edwin Woodward joined the meeting at 7:30PM.   Mr. Woodward informed the Board that since the previous meeting he had contacted NH DOT in regards to obtaining a state approved curb cut for his property on Route 124.  Mr. Woodward asked if there was anything else he needed to do in regards to the present issue involving the complaint against the tree service business that he allowed to operate on his land. Chairman Northcott explained that there was nothing Mr. Woodward needed to do. Per the Selectmen’s meeting of 4/19/10, the tree service activities have ceased and the equipment and materials are in the process of being relocated. Mr. Woodward distributed photographs of his property showing that the stonewall has not been disturbed as stated in the neighbor’s complaint. Mr. & Mrs. Woodward left at 7:50 pm.

Mr. Mike Krinsky joined the meeting at 7:51PM. He explained the ongoing negotiations involving the Open Space Committee’s decision to purchase property off Route 101 in Marlborough.   Ryan Owens, Executive Director of the Monadnock Conservancy, arrived at 8:00PM.   Discussion ensued regarding the terms of the purchase.  Mr. Krinsky reported that the Open Space Committee voted unanimous to recommend purchase of this property to the Selectmen.  The Selectmen requested that Mr. Owens setup a meeting between the Town, Monadnock Conservancy and New England Forestry Foundation to discuss contract terms detailing public use and to gather information for the necessary public hearings.

Mr. Krinsky and Mr. Owens left at 8:30PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $7,709.92 and $2,608.84 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.
Chairman Northcott informed the Board that he received a government records request from Mr. Dennis Zlamal. Records requested will be made available. Included in this correspondence was a listing of proposed changes to the minutes of the Selectmen’s meeting from 4/19/10.  The Selectmen did not amend the minutes, and will not attach the suggested changes to the previously approved minutes.

Chairman Northcott reported that Mr. Tom Hydro of Layne Christensen Company has reduced the price for the redevelopment of Well #2 down to $5,421.00. 

Mr. Robinson made the motion to adjourn at 9:15PM.  Seconded by Gina Paight. Voted unanimous.
