MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 8, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  -  Mr. E. Woodward, Mr. Hale & Mr. Frost, Members of MCA  – The MCA (Marlborough Community Association)  came before the Board to explain the Street Sign Replacement Program which the MCA is working on.   They brought samples of the new style street signs, which will be required by 2012.  The MCA is looking to do fund raisers for this project.  Discussion was held regarding the breakaway poles that will be required at some intersections.  The Board of Selectmen supports this project.  The MCA will continue to work on the design of the signs.  GREAT PROJECT!  The MCA members left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – MHD -  Mr. Patnode -  Mr. Patnode presented his selection for the new struck.  His recommendation is to go with the Sterling Truck from L & B Trucking in Westminster.  They are close by for warranty work.   Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the bid from L & B Trucking in the amount of $99,167.00.   Vote was unanimous.  Finance options will be reviewed at the next board meeting.  Mr. Patnode left at 7:00pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Kerber, Mr. H. Woodward, Mr. Durocher,  Mrs. Farhm, Mrs. Oliveira, and Mrs. Bollinger – Mr. Northcott provided an update on the issues of the well, possible relocation of Fitch Court and also the elimination of parking near the wellhead.  Chairman Paight also explained that there are several issues that the town will need to address regardless of the outcome of the school, which include looking for a new well site, minimizing traffic near the present Fitch Court well, and bringing the School Street well up to standards for a back-up well.  Mr. Durocher asked if there were any mitigation in place for the drainage of the relocated road.  Mr. Northcott responded that at this has not yet been determined at this early stage.    Mr. Kerber stated that the selectmen could ask the school board to remove the school project from this area.   Mr. Durocher also asked the selectmen to continue to monitor the Turner Group regarding the water issues.  Everyone left at 7:45pm.  

7:50PM – Mr. Kilpatrick and Mr. Spooner – Mr. Kilpatrick came before the Board to discuss the letter he received from the town attorney regarding the junk ordinance.  Mr. Kilpatrick stated that he was not aware that he needed to respond to the Selectmen’s first letter giving him 30 days in which to comply with the ordinance or the town would take further legal action.  The process was outlined for Mr. Kilpatrick.  Mr. Northcott explained that if they (Mr. Kilpatrick and Mr. Spooner) show that steps are being taken to clean up the situation we would be willing to work with them.  Mr. Spooner explained that the International Truck is question is being sold and he is registering the other truck as an antique while waiting for this to be sold also.  Mr. Kilpatrick and Mr. Spooner are to report back to the board in two weeks with a progress report.  Mr. Kilpatrick and Mr. Spooner left at 8:13pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $304,626.29 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The board reviewed the recommendation from Mrs. Torelli, the health officer regarding the property at 171 Jaffrey Road.  Chairman Paight will contact Mrs. Torelli regarding the board’s recommendations.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:10pm.
