MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 9, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen, Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:

6:45PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode -  Mr. Patnode reported that he has located a possible grader for the town to purchase.  He provided the Board with specs on the grader.  We have the grader at the highway garage at this time to try out.  Mr. Patnode stated that the cost would be under $100,000 and this would include the changing over of the 14-foot grader blade to a 13-foot grader blade to better accommodate our needs.   Chairman Robinson asked what would be done with the old grader.  Could we use it as a trade-in towards the new one or should be sell outright.  Mr. Patnode indicated that either way would be fine with him.   Further discussion will be held after the highway department has had a chance to use the grader.

Mr. Patnode made the recommendation to paving approximately 100’ further up Gates Road (up to Mr. Goodine’s driveway) to help with the run-off problem.  The ditching and catch basin work was also discussed.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact some paving contractors to see when we could set this up.

The Board reviewed the Beach Drainage project with Mr. Patnode.  He has no problem with bidding the work out.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm.

6:50PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non-public session per RSA91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.  At this time Mrs. LaPlante excused herself from the meeting.

7:25PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante returned to the regular meeting.  Chairman Robinson moved to close the minutes of the non-public session.  Vote was unanimous.

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $266,101.77.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board continued to review information regarding the phone service contract.  We received one recommendation from our memo on the NHLogin Server for any information from other towns on their phone service carriers.  Mrs. LaPlante will be contacting the company for information and quotes.  She will report back to the board at the next meeting.

The Board reviewed the building permit fee structure.  It was determined that a public hearing was not required.  The following fee changes were recommended:   

1.  Projects not exceeding $3,000 do not require a permit or fee.  (Was $1,000.00)

2.  Remodeling/rebuilding fee:  $35.00minimum fee for costs over $3,000.00 up to $5,000.00.  Add $3.00 for each additional $1,000.00 worth of estimated costs.

3.  Electrical and Plumbing Permits $25.00 per each permit (was $15.00/permit)

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the above permit fee changes.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will send notification of these changes to all necessary parties.  Changes will also be posted on the website.

The Board reviewed the RFB for the Water Meter Installation project and the Stone Pond Beach Drainage project.  The Board authorized Mrs. LaPlante to place an advertisement in the Keene Sentinel for these bids.  

The Board reviewed the issue of keys for the Town Office building.  There has been some concern regarding the validity of the assignment list for various keys to town buildings.  It was suggested that we look into alternative security measures for the 2006 budget.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00pm.
