MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       MAY 10, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Chairman Northcott reported that he signed the agreement for Layne Christenson to complete the Well #2 redevelopment.  Chairman Northcott thanked Mr. Patnode for taking care of the paving on the corner of Knowlton Street.  Mr. Patnode reported that Mr. Washburn is going to help the town take care of the trees on West Hill Road on Thursday.  Mr. Patnode reported that they are working on the dirt roads still.  Mr. Robinson asked about putting a sign at the exit of the church and wants to know how close to the road can they place it?  There was no real distance as long as it doesn’t interfere with the sidewalk plow.  Mr. Robinson also asked, on behalf of the church, if the town could stripe the parking lot at the church and if so what would it cost.  Mrs. Paight suggested that a diagram be prepared before the town crew did this.  We would have to work on a cost for the job.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45PM.

6:45PM – Sgt. LaMears – Sgt. LaMears provided the Board with information on the “CrimeReport” program which Keene, Swanzey and Marlborough have access to.  This program shows where crimes and/or burglaries have occurred.  Sgt. LaMears reported that an anonymous citizen has offered to donate the monthly fee for this feature.  The Board accepted this donation and will continue the program as long as there is no additional cost for the town.  Sgt. LaMears also reported that he has referred many towns and organizations to the speed sign vendor, which would possibly allow the town to receive another sign for free. Sgt. LaMears also brought information to the Board regarding a barn on Roxbury Road that is being used for living quarters.  The Board will look into this situation.  Sgt. LaMears brought an invoice for Mr. French for the work being done on the State Accreditation Project for the police department.  The Board will research the past minutes and table this for the next meeting with Chief Lyons.   Sgt. LaMears left at 7:05pm. 

7:05PM – Citizen to discuss back taxes issue -  The Citizen reported that all of the necessary paperwork has been completed for the re-structuring of his mortgage.  He is waiting for approval at this time.   The Board reviewed various documents to determine what could be done at the present time.  Chairman Northcott stated that the Board would like to see the citizen on June 14th at 7:00PM to make a final decision on the next step.   Citizen left at 7:20pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of 288,822.84 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson reviewed the Planning Board’s discussion regarding the timber cut ordinance and other items reviewed at their meeting on May 2nd.  

The Board reviewed the abatements received from Cross Country Appraisals.    

Chairman Northcott reminded the Board that we need to continue work on the list of sign violations and junk violations.  Chairman Northcott reviewed his conversation with Attorney Serge regarding the Gregory court order.  He will write a letter requesting permission to enter the property as per the existing court order.

Mr. Robinson reported on the workshop for administration of grant funds for the solar energy grants.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55: pm.
