MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 15, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM  -  RTC – Mr. Batchelder  – Chairman Paight asked Mr. Batchelder about the information on the baler.  Mr. Batchelder explained that this is a vertical baler and the cost is approximately $10,000 new.  The costs of used balers are running between $5,000 and $7,000.  This would be a second baler.  This information will be used in updating the CIP.  Chairman Paight asked if there were any options discussed regarding the monitoring of the demo dumpster.  It was suggested that maybe a gate be used.  Mr. Robinson asked how was the plans coming for the platform to replace the old boxcars and was there any interested parties in taking the boxcars.  Mr. Batchelder does have some possibilities for removal of the boxcars and he will obtain estimates for the platform.   Mr. Batchelder left at 6:50PM.

6:50PM – Mr. Livingston – Mr. Livingston came to see the Board regarding the Emergency Management Director’s position that is vacant.  Mr. Livingston did have some concerns regarding the amount of time and the commitment that was expected from the Board.  Mr. Robinson explained some of the expectations of the position.  He also explained that there is support from the selectmen’s office, fire, ambulance and police at all times.  Mr. Livingston agreed to accept the position and was sworn in.  The Board thanked Mr. Livingston for his assistance.  Mr. Livingston left at 7:05pm.

7:05PM – Mr. Richards, Mr. Mitchell & Mr. Ferranti, representatives of the recreation committee – Discussion was held regarding the restriction of parking at the Fitch Court ball field near the well.  Because of the possibility of contamination and DES has recommended that this problem be addressed as soon as possible.  There was discussion regarding placing a temporary fence and signs posting this restricted parking.    Mr. Northcott also explained that the parking must cease immediately.  Mr. Richards suggested that snow fence we installed along with signs “No Parking – Wellhead Protection Zone” be placed on the fence.  Chairman Paight will meet with Mr. Patnode, DPW regarding this project.  They left at 7:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $20,475.41 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the letter of resignation from Ms. Croteau for deputy welfare administrator and back-up crossing guard.  This was accepted with regrets and a letter will be sent to her.

The Board reviewed the letter of resignation from Mrs. Redfield for welfare administrator and part-time office clerk.  This was accepted with regrets and a letter will be sent to her.

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrator for assistance from the Hemenway Fund in the amount of $720.00.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to approve this expenditure.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the quotes received for roof repairs to the Town Office.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the quote from Guyer & Sons, less the replacement of the copper valley’s using .032 aluminum to match existing snow belt, making the total quote $1,650.00.  Vote was unanimous.   Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Guyer.

Chairman Paight brought up the issue of the way in which Roxbury Road exit and enters onto Route 101.    There have been several accidents at this intersection over the past four years and she felt it was something to look into.   After some discussion is was decided to contact Mr. Fish, NHDOT, to discuss the options.  

The Board discussed the opening on the planning board.  Mr. Robinson’s concern is that this board is not functioning up to standards and to state statutes.    Discussion was held regarding the terms of office.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:02pm.
