MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 16, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen, Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:

6:45PM –RTC – Mr. Batchelder – Chairman Robinson asked Mr. Batchelder about the contract on the garage doors.  Mr. Batchelder stated that Mr. Giguere is going to be doing the work.  We will contact him to establish a start date of the work.  There was discussion regarding the purchase of tires for the skid steer.  Mr. Batchelder is looking around to find a distributor who is closer that California.  Keene is placing an order from a nearby company and Mr. Batchelder would like to check on these before we place our order.  Mr. Robinson asked about the Hazardous Waste Days that are remaining.  Mr. Batchelder reported that there are 5 more days remaining for the spring session.  Mrs. LaPlante will post these dates on the website.  Mr. Batchelder discussed having another “Free White Day”.  He is considering a day in late July.   Chairman Robinson asked how was the staffing at the RTC.   Mr. Batchelder reported that things were going well.  Mr. Pratt has picked up Mr. Croteau’s Saturday shift.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:45PM.

7:00PM  - Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into public hearing.  Vote was unanimous.

7:10PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

7:15PM Mr. & Mrs. Filimonov -  Mr. & Mrs. Filimonov came before the Board to request that the speed limit on Webb Depot Road be reduced.  They have had excessive speeding by there home.  Chairman Robinson explained that they need to submit a written request to reduce the speed and to get as much support from neighbors as possible.  At the time of submission a public hearing will be arranged.    They also were concerned about the parking on the side of the road, the parties and the trash that has been left.  The Board advised them to contact the police if they see any violations taking place.  They left at 7:30pm.  

7:30PM Ms. Balla –Ms. Balla had questions regarding definitions of “Right-of-Way” vs. “Road” which were in the letter of decision which she received from the Zoning Board of Appeal.  Chairman Robinson explained that the decision came from the Zoning Board of Appeal and that she need to speak with them regarding this.  She also had questions regarding the town line specifications stated in the letter.  It was recommended that she contact her attorney as he was presented with all these documents.

8:00PM – Mr. Warme – Mr. Warme came before the Board with questions regarding the RFB for the Water Meter Replacement Program.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $8,535.59.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the request from Mr. Russell regarding the naming of the roadway into the Klotzbier sub-division located on Route 101.   There are now two residences on the road and we cannot issue two residence numbers on Route 101.  It will have the name of  “Oak Ridge Drive”.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Patnode regarding this addition so that a sign may be ordered.  Also, 911 will be notified of this change.  

The Board reviewed a request from Ms. Sheehan at 240 Main Street to park cars in the town office parking lot on Saturday, June 25th  for a graduation party.  The Board had no problem but must be sure to leave an open roadway at all times for the police department and also requested that there be no parking along Route 101.  Mrs. LaPlante will send notification to Ms. Sheehan.

The Board reviewed the recommendation and quote received from Mr. Roy for the paving on Gates Road to help fix the run-off problem.  Mr. Roy  submitted a quote of $2800 to pave with 3” of asphalt, 2” base course and 1” top course for approximately 100’.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept this quote.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:59pm.
