MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       MAY 17, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:  NONE

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $172,416.57 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. LaPlante explained that the Cheshire TV Contract is being signed by City Manager John McLean and will be forwarded to Marlborough and Swanzey for signing by the selectmen.

The Board reviewed the information regarding the meter for 20 School Street, which is an apartment complex that needs to have a larger meter.  Mrs. LaPlante obtained the cost for the meter which is $411.75 plus $2.38 for gaskets.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson recommended that we take the pro-active approach and update this meter while doing the rest of the upgrades in town.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Wallace regarding this purchase.

Chairman Northcott brought the Board up-to-date on the status of the RDA grant process.  

The Board reviewed the information received from PSNH regarding the street-light removal cost up-date.  Mrs. Paight will contact Ms. Blothenburg at PSNH to work out the details.  

Mrs. Paight reviewed a welfare complaint.  After some discussion Mrs. Paight stated that she would respond to the complaint.

Chairman Northcott read a request from Chief Lyons asking to be excused from the Memorial Day activities.  The Board approved the request and asked to have Sgt. LaMears available to assist with parade duty.

Chairman Northcott explained that he reviewed the “No Parking” issue at the ball fields.  He said that the port-a-potty will have to be moved.  Mr. Ruehr will speak with Mr. Mackey of Macmillan regarding placing a gate across the access road to the lower field.  

Mr. Robinson asked about getting a new sign for the fence.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Orkins about this project.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:55 pm.
