MINUTES OF THE SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

               MAY 18, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:28PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder – There was a discussion regarding the town offering a free tire day in July.  Mr. Batchelder suggested that there be a limit of 4 tires per household.   It will be on Saturday, July 18th.  The Selectmen clarified that this is for automobile tires only and residents bringing additional tires will be charged the posted rate.   Mr. Batchelder stated that the box trailer is ready to go and he will contact a few contractors to see who would like to come and pick it up.  Chairman Paight asked how the staffing is working.  Mr. Batchelder said that everything was fine.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:40pm.  

6:45PM – Mr. Hill, Mr. Frost, and Mr. Butler – Restoration of Stone Pond Map –  Mr. Hill showed the Board an original piece of artwork, titled “Merrywood”.  This artwork was recently donated to the town.  As a fundraising idea, the Heritage Commission is investigating selling prints of the piece.  The original was digitally copied by Mr. Yantis of Inkberry. He gave a quote of approximately $300 for preserving the original print.  The Board encouraged the Heritage Commission to go forward with the project.  Mr. Robinson suggested that the Heritage Commission look into the history of the artist.  The Heritage Commission left at 7:00pm. 

7:05PM – Mr. Cameron – Review Grant Application and Obtain Board Signatures -   Mr. Cameron had received two proposals for re-writing the town’s Emergency Operations Plan (EOPs).  He reviewed these with the Board.  He provided the Board with copies of the proposals.  The two proposals are from Southwest Region Planning Commission and Hubbard Consulting LLC.  Mr. Robinson explained the grant application process for these funds.  Mr. Northcott asked how much the state is going to provide.  The state provides 50% of the cost and the town provides the remaining 50% in “sweat equity”.   Mr. Northcott moved to approve Hubbard Consulting LLC to complete the EOP update.  Mr. Robinson seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.  Mr. Cameron reported that he believes the Town’s repeater antenna is inoperable.  It was suggested that a professional be consulted to look into the problem.  Mr. Cameron asked about the status of volunteerism and background checks.  Mr. Cameron will check into this further.  

7:30PM – Mr. Blanc - He came before the Board after his consultation with the Zoning Board.  He has requested that the town reimburse him for the sign expenses he has incurred.  Mr. Northcott asked him to send the expense figures to the Selectmen for consideration.  Mr. Blanc left at 7:40pm.  

7:40PM – Mr. Buckbee and Mr. Johnson, ZBA – There was a discussion regarding the septic waiver that the Board of Selectmen issued for 441 Main Street.  The Zoning Board commented that the Selectmen had no authority to waive the septic setback in this instance.  The Selectmen will contact the landowner regarding the process of a hearing with the ZBA.  Mr. Buckbee and Mr. Johnson left at 7:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $30.50; $23.20; $6,489.88, and minutes of previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a building application for a kitchen being added to a finished basement area.  There was discussion regarding an accessory apartment in the basement.  After reviewing the application it was approved.

Chairman Paight asked if there has been any response from the letter sent to 31 Jaffrey Road.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that the homeowner had stopped into the office and reported that the dogs are her pets and not used for breeding.  She also reported that the yard would be taken care of but the orange buckets were not going to be removed as these were for her tomato plants.   There were several other items discussed.  

The Board reviewed the status of the 258 Main Street property.  No response has yet been received from the previous owner.   

Mr. Northcott reviewed the issue of the loan process for the new wells.  Mr. Hitchcock and Mr. Vernon will be researching the question of the flood zone issue for the wells for the USDA Rural Development Loan.

Mr. Robinson reviewed the new law regarding work force housing.  All zoning ordinances will have to be looked at.  This law is scheduled to go into effect July 1, 2009.     

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
