MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 22, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

7:30PM – Chief Lyons – Promotion of Officer Steven LaMears to Detective – Friends and family and selectmen joined Chief Lyons during his promotion of Officer Steve LaMears to Detective.  Congratulations were offered by the selectmen.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $9,771.41 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the re-appointments, which were presented by Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk.  The Board signed the necessary appointment certificates.

The Selectmen reviewed the bids received for Town Office interior painting.  Mrs. LaPlante suggested that due to the budget constraints, as a result of the extremely high fuel cost, that this project is put off until a later date.  Mr. Robinson was concerned about the metal doors and how they are starting to rust and should be taken care of.  It was suggested that we ask Mr. Pratt if he would be interested in doing that small job.  

The Board reviewed the final changes on the Chief of Police job description.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the final draft of the Chief of Police job description with periodic review.  Vote was unanimous.

Discussion was held regarding the Roxbury Road exit onto Route 101.  A meeting has been set up for Wednesday, May 31, 2006 at 11:00am with Mr. Fish, NHDOT, Mr. Patnode, Chief Lyons and the selectmen to review some options and guidelines to try an make this a safer roadway.  

The Board reviewed a complaint received from Mr. Colburn regarding the trash being left at the Spectacle Pond boat landing.  He wanted to purchase signs and place them up at the boat landing.     Mr. Robinson explained that this is private property and that permission for any postings would have to obtain from the landowner.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Colburn regarding this restriction.

Mrs. LaPlante reported to the board regarding the option of leasing the new dump truck or purchasing outright.  It was determined that the truck would have to be purchased outright due to the wording of the warrant article which was on the warrant at the March, 2006 meeting.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:50pm.
