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MINUTES OF RECONVENED SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 22, 2007

The meeting was reconvened at 11:00PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight,  Mr. Skarinka, DES and Mr. Hitchcock, SVE, Mr. Clang, Granite State Water Resources, and Mr. Karasinski.  

The purpose of this meeting was to discuss the Marlborough water system as far as efficiency, expansion and future initiatives. Currently the town operates two wells. Well #1 is located on School Street. This well is mostly used as backup source. Well #2 is located on Fitch Court. This is the primary well. Both wells are gravel-packed and shallow. Mr. Hitchcock distributed copies of cost estimates for upgrades to wells 1 and 2. The pump house at well #1 needs extensive upgrading. The condition of well #2 is much better, however, road relocation costs would need to be considered if this well was to continue to be in service. Viable options were discussed in regards to new water sources, including further down Fitch Court and near the Marlborough Estates condos. Mr. Skarinka, State of NH DES, distributed literature on possible funding assistance from the State. All agreed a reasonable place to start is to contact our current well company, Layne Christensen Company, and work with their hydrologist in regards to location options. As the Town of Marlborough has worked with this company for so long, costs for this assistance were expected to be low. Also, it was agreed to ask Marlborough Estates for background information on the current wells at that site.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn. Voted unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 1:00pm
