MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

May 23, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectman Mr. Northcott and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM –Opening of Bids –  Chairman Robinson opened the three (3) bids which were received for the sale of town owned property (Tax Map 13 Lot 083) located off of Tarbox Court.  Bids were received from the following:

The Board reviewed the bids.  Chairman Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the high bid of $3,700 with clarification of Map and Lot number stated in the letter accompanying the bid.  Chairman Robinson placed a call to Mr. Coutts and verification of Map & Lot was established.

6:50PM – Mr. Krinsky – Open Space Committee Update – Mr. Krinsky reported that the committee is ready to submit its first property for consideration by the Board.  The property is a portion of the Kenney Farm.  Mr. Krinsky indicated that there is a deadline of the end of June to complete this particular project.  Mr. Krinsky explained that there has been grant money approved by Farmland Protection grant which is why the urgency in committing the Town portion.  

Chairman Robinson asked that if the match of grant money from Farmland Protection Grant does not come through would we be asking for the whole sum of money?  Mr. Krinsky indicated that they had not discussed that possibility but he believed that would not occur.  

 Per RSA 41:14a the conservation commission has been briefed on this proposal and the planning board will be meeting on Monday, June 7th with the Board of Selectmen to review this proposal.  There have been two dates set for the required public hearings, which are June 7th at 7:00pm and June 17th at 7:00PM.  These dates will be posted in the Sentinel and around town.  

Mr. Northcott will contact legal council regarding the language required for the easements.  No other properties will be looked at until further criteria have been established.   Mr. Krinsky left at 7:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $19,422.39.   Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Northcott brought the Board up-to-date on the latest phone service provider.  Mr. Favorite of Favorite Telemanagement Group will be providing a cost breakout for the Board.  Mr. Northcott also received information on Upper Valley Communications.  Mrs. LaPlante will try to contact them for a quote.

Discussion was held regarding the time line for the Police Chief Search.

Discussion was held regarding the clean-up status of various properties in town.

The Board agreed to march in the Memorial Day Parade on Sunday, May 29, 2005.

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:16pm.
