MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       MAY 24, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mr. Geraghty – P & C Hospitality – Mr. Geraghty spoke with the selectmen regarding two properties in town he is considering for purchase.  Building permits, setbacks and allowed uses were discussed.  Mr Geraghty left at 6:50 p.m.   

7:00PM – Mr. Krinsky and Mr. Durocher of Open Space Committee, Mr. Owens of Monadnock Conservancy, and Mr. Beal of NE Forestry – Property on Route 101- There was discussion regarding the Iorio property and the intention of the program for the public use of the property.  Mr. Beals, NE Forestry Foundation explained the purpose of the NE Forestry Society.  He explained that all of their property is open to the public for all uses except four-wheelers.  He said that the Route 101 property has had some forest management going on and this would continue.  It is most likely they would continue to use the existing forester for this property.  Chairman Northcott asked about funds received from these future operations.  Mr. Beals explained that any funds received would be secondary, the primary purpose of the logging operation is forest management.  Mr. Robinson asked about the management of the meadow.   They would like to see the meadow mowed and this is something that would need to be implemented in the easement.  Chairman Northcott also reviewed the town’s status of having “executory rights” to the property should anything happen to the Monadnock Conservancy or New England Forestry.  Mr. Durocher asked about the ability to put cellular towers on this property and could the Conservancy regulate this.  There was also discussion regarding wind power regulations for this property.  These are items which will have to be worked out between the Town and the Conservancy.   Mr. Owens asked if the Board is ready to begin the public hearing process.  Mr. Krinsky will meet with Mrs. LaPlante to work out the schedule for these hearings.  Mr. Durocher asked if a draft of the easement would be prepared before the hearings.  Mr. Owens indicated that this would probably not be available but an outline is possible.   

7:30PM – Mrs. Shepardson – Review and Signing of Energy Grant Paperwork -  Mrs. Shepardson reviewed the contract that the Board will need to sign for the energy grant.  Mrs. Shepardson will contact the project manager to clarify some items and then she suggested that she meet with one of the selectmen during the day to continue filling out the contract which needs to be submitted within 60 days of receipt.   Mr. Marinace will help with the RFP once the contract has been completed.  Mrs. Shepardson left at 7:53pm.

7:55PM – Mr. & Mrs. Hill – Abatement Decision – Mr. Hill reviewed the recommendations from the assessors regarding the property located on Stone Pond Road.  There was discussion regarding the maintaining of the barn per the agreement of the discretionary barn preservation easement.  The Board agreed that this would need to be revisited with the assessor to determine the intent of the easement.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $15,279.85 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the letter from Mr. Allen regarding the back taxes on P & C Hospitality.  After some discussion the Board recommended that the amount to be paid must be to clear the 2 years that quality the property for deeding before any other agreements are considered.   Chairman Northcott will write a letter.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed two letters received from Mr. Zlamal. 

The Board reviewed the letter to Mrs. Knight regarding the property on Terrace Street. 

The Board reviewed and signed the NH Public Works Mutual Aid Agreement.  

The Board reviewed the recent incident of a sewer back up problem due to grease build up.  This was taken care of with assistance from the City of Keene.  

The Board reviewed a complaint regarding a motor home that has been abandoned on property located on Jaffrey Road.  Chairman Northcott suggested that the complainant notify the owner of the camper directly.  

Mrs. LaPlante discussed the up-dating of the postage meter.  She will complete the contract and notify NEIP.

Mr. Robinson spoke about the RTC.  Mr. Laurendeau spoke with Mr. Robinson about getting on the agenda to review things that need to be done.  After some discussion it was decided that an advertisement would be placed for a RTC Manager.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55pm.
