MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

June 4, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm.

Selectmen discussed the Hemenway fund and the proper authorization forms they are to sign before funds are issued.  Also discussed was the petty cash issue at the Library.  It was decided that this matter would best be resolved with new library director when he/she comes on board.

Resident arrived at 7pm to discuss access to Birch Avenue.  Discussion regarding Class IV roads and gates and bars classification.  Resident left at 7:10pm

Ira Gavrin and Michael Krinsky arrived at 7:05pm

Moved by Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Northcott to recess meeting for public hearing at 7:10pm.  Voted unanimous.

Returned to regular meeting at 7:25pm.

At 7:30pm the Selectmen met with Mr. Gavrin and Mr. Krinsky regarding the Open Space Committee recommendations for protecting additional acreage in the Town of Marlborough.  They outlined two motions from the Conservation Commission.  Motions as presented:

1. A motion to recommend that the Selectmen raise up to $89,000 for the purchase of a conservation easement on 90 acres known as the “Forbush Property” owned by George and Mary Iselin of Laurel Street.  The easement to be held by the Monadnock Conservancy.

2. A motion to recommend that the Selectmen raise up to $110,000 as the Town’s portion for the purchase of an agricultural easement on a 40 acre portion of the “Kenney Farm” owned by Hank Kenney of Marlborough.  The remaining $101,000 to be raised by the Monadnock Conservancy.  The easement to be held by the Monadnock Conservancy.

The Selectmen were told the easement is valued at $230,000.  The cost breakdown would be as follows:  $110,000 cost to the Town of Marlborough/$88,000 funded by a federal grant/$13,091 would be paid by the Monadnock Conservancy.  Included in these prices are additional costs for surveying, title insurance, stewardship, Conservancy staff time, legal, etc.  The representatives present said that 5 of the 6 members voted in favor of these proposals, with one member abstaining from the vote due to professional conflicts.  The selectmen set dates for the public hearings for this matter on 6/28 and 7/9/07.  

Mr. Krinsky brought up a discussion regarding management of town lands.  He proposes that the Conservation Committee have control over the land owned by the Town to protect the land in the future.  If this were to be adopted, the Selectmen would need permission from the Conservation Commission before selling town owned property.  Further investigation is warranted in this matter.

Mr. Krinsky and Mr. Gavrin left at 7:55pm.

Town Clerk Ellen Orkins and spouse arrived at 7:45pm for discussion of proposed sewer rate increases and the effect the changes would have on the billing software in the Town Clerk’s office.

Mr. Robinson moved to accept the minutes of the 5/21 meeting and recessed session of 5/11 and the non-public meeting of 5/21.  He also moved to approve manifest totaling $1,752.48 and $16,393.64.  Seconded by Mr. Northcott.  Voted unanimous.

Selectmen discussed the need to repaint parking lines and crosswalks on Main Street.  Mr. Robinson to check with road agent on this matter.

Discussion regarding temporary signs at Brandy Brook development after complaint from homeowner of excessive signage near his home.  After reviewing the sign ordinance, the Selectmen could find no ordinance preventing the use of the signs in questions.

Selectmen discussed a complaint from resident regarding replacing mailbox post, which was broken by plow truck this winter.  Mrs. Paight to call legal representative in this matter.

At 8:50pm moved by Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Northcott to enter into non-public session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3C for personnel issues.  Voted unanimous.

At 9:15pm the Selectmen returned to regular session.    John Northcott stated he had contacted State Representative in regards to SB88, legislation regarding bargaining units, urging the to vote no.

Postage meter discussion was deferred until next meeting.

Selectmen reviewed two building permits.   Mr. Northcott stated he would be absent from the 6/11 meeting and would return for the following meeting on 6/18.

Mrs. Paight moved to adjourn at 9:32pm.  Seconded by Mr. Robinson.  Voted unanimous.
