      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

June 5, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

7:30PM – MPD - Chief Lyons – Chief Lyons reported that was another issue behind the fire station in the municipal parking lot and that all parties involved have been identified and punishment has been issued.  The police department will continue to monitor the area for any further problems.   Chief Lyons has been working on the patch design for the uniforms and also trying to come up with a hat style for the uniforms.  Chief Lyons brought up the regional prosecutor program and some of the proposals that are being look at for the future.  Discussion was held regarding the up coming cruiser purchase for 2007.  Some of the possibilities that are being looked at are the purchase of a 4-wheel drive vehicle and the new Dodge Charger police package.  Chief Lyons is continuing to gather information to present to the Board regarding the pros and cons of all options.  Mr. Northcott updated Chief Lyons on the meeting held with Mr. Fish, NHDOT regarding the relocation of the Roxbury Road turn onto Route 101.    Mr. Fish recommended squaring off the entryway forcing traffic to make the correct 90-degree turn in and out of Roxbury Road.  Mr. Northcott will be working on the plan with Mr. Patnode and then it will be submitted to NHDOT for approval.  Chief Lyons left at 7:23pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $508,214.26 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed several building permits.  All were approved with the exception of the application from Mountain View Trailer Park for a trailer replacement on Lot #7.  The application requires further information.  

The Board reviewed the abatements that were recommended by Cross Country Appraisal Group.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the abatements as presented.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify the property owners and the tax collector.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
