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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

June 6, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

6:30PM –  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into the public hearing.  Vote was unanimous.

6:35PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

APPOINTMENT:

6:40PM – Chief Dodge – Chief Dodge provided the Board with the statistic regarding call numbers as of May.  Activity level is currently down compared to 2004 but is equal with 2003 numbers.  Chief Dodge stated that there was a pedestrian sign missing and NHDOT has one that they will give us.  Chief Dodge will pick it up later this week.  

Chief Dodge and the Board reviewed the draft notice for the Police Chief opening.  A few minor corrections were made and Mrs. LaPlante will send a revised copy to the Board for final review before sending to the media.  Chief Dodge left at 6:50PM.

7:00PM – Planning Board, Conservation Commission and Open Space Committee – Mr. Krinsky, Open Space Committee Chairman, explained the proposal for the easement on part of Mr. Kenney’s farm.  The Farmland Protection Program of for the USDA will fund part of the project with the Town providing up to $100,000.  This proposal will protect approximately 43 acres of the farm (approximately ¼ of the farm land).  Mr. Krinsky explained that arrangements would be made for the Town of have first refusal rights on other parcels should Mr. Kenney decide to sell these pieces because the easement has caused an increase value of remaining property.  Mr. Kerber asked if there were any possibilities of getting Mr. Kenney to put more property into easements.  Mr. Krinsky felt this probably would not happen at the present time.  Mr. Livingston asks if someone could define “protect farm” for him.  Mr. Krinsky explained that the use of the farmland would not change.  This would protect the property from development.  Chairman Robinson asked the Planning Board and Conservation Commission if they all support the project.  They were all in favor.  Chairman Robinson reminded everyone present that there are two public hearings scheduled for public input.  They are Tuesday, June 7th at 7PM and Friday, June 17th at 7PM.  both to be held in the Town Office Conference Room.  Planning Board and Conservation members left at 7:20PM

7:30PM – Mr. Gorecki & Ms. Gagne – Mr. Gorecki & Ms. Gagne came before the Board regarding the denial of their abatement on their property located at 71 Thatcher Hill Road (Map 05 Lot 035).  They have concerns regarding the view factor percentage that is applied to the .5-acre lot.  Ms. Gagne described the location of their home on the property and explained that there is only 90 ft. of frontage compared to the area around them.  Chairman Robinson explained how the “neighborhood structure” is constructed.  Chairman Robinson stated that the Board would take the complaint under advisement and will review this property again and make a determination.  Mr. Northcott explained that he would like to look at the inconsistency between the neighbor properties.  The Board has agreed to provide a response by July 1, 2005.  Mr. Gorecky & Ms. Gagne left at 7:50PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $557,347.19.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the bids received for the Water Meter Installation project and the Stone Pond Beach Project.  There was only one bid received for each project.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the bid from Mr. Richard Cumings, R.W. Cumings Trucking and Excavation in the amount of $15,000 for the Stone Pond Beach Project.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Robinson suggested that we accept a one-year contract on the Water Meter Installation project for Keating Plumbing and Heating in the amount of $65.00/hour.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the bid from Keating Plumbing and Heating for one-year contract at $65.00/hour.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board established a time line for the police chief search.  The advertisement will be placed on June 17, 18, 19 and 24, 25, 26.  Applications will be received until August 1, 2005.  

Chairman Robinson brought up the request from the Welfare Administrator to appoint a temporary Fair Hearing Officer.  Ms. Croteau explained in her written request that this is normally taken care of by the Board of Selectmen when a temporary officer is required.  Chairman Robinson agreed to do this.  Ms. Croteau will be notified.

The Board review an issue of a meeting that was held up at the four corners of Ryan Road, Pleasant Street, Frost Hill Road and Bixby Street on Thursday June 2, 2005 where Attorney Lyons, representing Mr. LaFleur, announced publicly that the Board of Selectmen had been invited to this meeting when they had not received any notification of such meeting.  It was agreed that the Administrative Assistant would send a letter to Attorney Lyon’s office explaining that future meetings should be communicated to the Board.

Mr. Northcott reported that Mr. Patnode had signed the papers for the grader that was available through Federal Surplus.  The cost of this grader is $16,000.  Mr. Patnode reported that we would have to have a wing blade put on but has estimated the cost to be around $10,000 to $12,000.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:16pm.
