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MINUTES OF PUBLIC HEARING






    
June 7, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, Gina Paight and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante, Chief Dodge, Mr.  Kenney, Mr. Butler, Mr. Rice, Mr. & Mrs. Buckbee, Mr. Miner,  Mr. & Mrs. Keating.  Notice of this meeting was posted at three locations in Town and also published in the Keene Sentinel.

The purpose of this public hearing is to hear the following:

    (a) To discuss the acceptance of federal funds for Highway Safety Project #308-04A-055 entitled “Marlborough DWI Saturation Patrols

    (b) A request from Harry Kenney III, 60 Richardson Road, Marlborough (Map 2 Lot 39) for a Discretionary Preservation Easement per RSA 70-D:3.

7:10 PM Chairman Northcott asked for any questions from the public regarding the Marlborough DWI Saturation Project.  Chief Dodge stated that the program runs for two days in July.  Chairman Northcott asked for any further questions.   With no further questions on the floor Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the funds for the Marlborough DWI Saturation Project.  Vote was unanimous.

7:15PM Chairman Northcott explained the purpose of Mr. Kenney’s request for a Discretionary Barn Preservation Easement and asked for any questions from the floor.  Mr. Kenney explained the origin of the buildings that he is requesting an easement for.  He also explained that there are many tour groups and student groups that visit the farm annually.  

Mr. Butler explained that the farm is the longest working farm in the town of Marlborough.  He stated that he would like to see the Town work with Mr. Kenney to help provide for the continuation of the farm establishment.  

Mr. Rice also spoke in favor of the proposed easement.  He feels that this easement will help Mr. Kenney to be able to continue the maintenance on these buildings.  

Mr. Miner asks about the standards.  Mr. Robinson explained that the property must be maintained during the time of the easement and if the guidelines are not followed the Board of Selectmen may revoke the easement at any time.

Mr. Rice asks about the term of the easement.  Chairman Northcott stated that is a ten-year term.  

Mr. Robinson and Chairman Northcott are both support this project.  With no further comments from the public Mr. Robinson moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Public hearing adjourned at 7:30pm.
