MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

June 7, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectpersons Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:35PM – MPD – Chief Dodge – Chief Dodge reported that budget figures are looking good for the department.  Call status is steady.  Chief Dodge reported that he would like to start looking into the possibility of working a 4th officer into the budget for 2005.  He will be putting together information to back up the need for presentation at future budget meetings.  Chairman Northcott asked Chief Dodge if there are standards for the number of officers per population.  Chief Dodge stated that there are numbers but the size of the town and the type of traffic involved in the town is another factor.  

Chief Dodge has asked that the clump of trees that is hanging over the police parking area be removed.  The Selectmen instructed Chief Dodge to get with Mr. Patnode to see about having this done.

Chief Dodge reported that Officer LaMears was instrumental in saving the life of a Swanzey teenager on Friday evening.  He commended him for a job well done.  Congratulations were extended from the Selectmen.

Chief Doge also reported that all of the pedestrian signs were stolen over the weekend.  He asked the Board if there was the possibility of being able to offer a $100 reward for information regarding these thefts.  The Board reviewed the budget and felt that this could be issued from the legal budget line.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to authorize the award of $100.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to recess the meeting at 7:00pm.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to reconvene the meeting at 7:35pm.  Vote was unanimous.

7:35PM – Recreation Dept. Representative Mr. Miner came before the board after the close of the public hearing to address the issue of removing the sand which the Recreation Committee purchased.  Mrs. Paight asked if there were any possibility of spreading this sand at all.  Mr. Miner explained that DES state that this cannot be done unless we have perched beach sand.

Chairman Northcott suggested that we contact Mr. Patnode about removing the sand from the beach area and placing it at the Highway Garage for use with the sand available for public use during the winter months.  Mr. Miner left at 8:00pm.

8:00PM – Mrs. Clark – Mrs. Clark came before the Board regarding the issue of the location of her property boundary on the river side of the street near the Jaffrey Road intersection.  Mrs. Clark provided copies of the state highway maps and the registry of need maps.  After some investigation it was determined Mrs. Clark’s does own property in that area.  The Board will send a letter to the complainant regarding this matter.  Mrs. Clark left at 8:20pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $16,404.98 & $1,555.02 & $15,159.19.  Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. LaPlante reported that the current use survey has been completed and mailed to property owners who are listed as having current use property.

The School Board has invited the Board of Selectmen to join them at their meeting on Monday, June 14, 2004 to review the recommendations from the engineer on the school up-grade.  The Board will attend the meeting at 7:00pm.

Chairman Northcott updated the Board on the status of the Water Audit.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to recess the meeting and to reconvene at 1:00PM on Wednesday, June 9, 2004 for the purpose of completing the abatement reviews.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting recessed at 9:15pm
