MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

Chairman Northcott called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM. 

Chief Lyons was in for monthly update with the Selectmen. Chief Lyons reported that the Police Dept recently had 4 DWIs and a burglary in town. Chief Lyons left at 6:50 PM.

Mr. Robinson moved to accept minutes and manifests in the amount of $3297.76 and $92106.82. Seconded by Mrs. Paight. Vote was unanimous.

At 7:00 Marge Shepardson arrived. There was discussion regarding the forms that need completion for the EECBG grant for the solar panels at the new school. Chairman Northcott reviewed the documents and recommended that he and Marge meet with Tim Ruehr of the SAU to complete the documents. Marge will contact Tim Ruehr to set up the appointment.

Marge Shepardson left at 7:30 PM.

There was discussion on the CDBG grant for The Mountain Corp. There was a question as to who will administer the grant. Mr. Northcott will contact Mr. Krinsky to get answers to the board’s questions.

Selectmen reviewed and approved an estimate from Roto Rooter to jet clean 3700’ of sewer pipe due to the recent grease blockage incident.

Mrs. Puleo has requested a camp scholarship for one individual student this summer. Mr. Robinson will contact Mrs. Puleo to find out the amount of the camp scholarship.

An estimate was reviewed from Rick Giguere to repair the town hall fence. The estimate was for $591. More estimates are expected.

In light of the recent missing person, Chairman Northcott spoke of a program called “Care Track” which lends GPS tracking bracelets to Alzheimer patients. Officer LaMears is looking into the program.

The Board reviewed items in the mail folder.

Mr. Robinson reported a resignation on the Planning Board. The Planning Board is now in need of a member and an alternate. Also, Mr. Robinson reminded the Board that names need to be recommended for the Gates House committee.

Mr. Robinson moved to adjourn at 8:15 PM. Seconded by Gina Paight. Vote was unanimous.
