    MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                    JUNE 9, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Chairman Robinson asked about the status of the Laurel Street project.  Mr. Patnode stated that he is working on it.  They are still working on grading the dirt roads.  Mrs. Paight asked Mr. Patnode about the possibility of putting a speed bump at the end of Glenbrook Road, off of Horse Hill Road.  He thought that it would be difficult to do because of the dirt washing away and the need for continuous grading.  It was suggested that “Slow Children” signs be posted.  Mr. Patnode will take care of this.   Chairman Robinson also asked about bridge maintenance for this summer.  Mt. Patnode is looking for someone to do this work.  Chairman Robinson also asked if the highway department could take care of a tree removal down near the gazebo.  They will take care of this also.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:40pm.

6:40PM – Mr. Raymond, Board of Director for Marl-Harris Ambulance – Mr. Raymond came before the Board to ask if Marl-Harris could fuel the ambulance at the highway garage like the fire department does and they would make monthly payments to the town.  He explained that Cheshire Oil will no longer be providing a credit service for diesel effective June 30th and they were looking at an alternative solution.  Mr. Patnode was contacted and he had no problem with this arrangement.   He would get a key for the ambulance.  After this discussion Mrs. Paight moved and Chairman Robinson seconded to allow the Marl-Harris to fuel the ambulance at the town highway garage.  Vote was unanimous.  Mr. Raymond left at 6:45pm.

6:55PM – Recreation Committee, Mr. Ferranti, Mr. Mitchell & Mr. Miner – The recreation committee discussed the status of the pavilion.  They would like to have a sign posted “No Skateboarding”.  There is damage again to the picnic tables and lights.  After some discussion it was decided that a sign be placed at the beginning of the roadway (like the sign at the beach) outlining the rules of the pavilion and ball flats.  The recreation committee will take care of this.  There was also discussion regarding parking at the town beach and the dogs on the beach.  Mr. Ferranti expressed the need to set up a patrol program.  The recreation committee suggested hiring a person to monitor the beach.  Mrs. Paight will contact Chief Lyons to see what options are available.  The recreation committee left at 7:20pm.

7:30PM – Citizen arrived – Citizen arrived to see about assistance with tax bill.  The selectmen will look into this with the welfare administrator.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of  $300,000 and $16,987.34 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed a Sign Application from Katan LLC.  They denied the approval of the sign at the present time, as this use has not been approved by the Planning Board.

Reviewed a request from a citizen regarding trash pick-up issue on Jaffrey Road.  This discussion was tabled for the next meeting.

The Board confirmed the meeting with Mr. J.B. Mack of Southwest Region Planning Commission to discuss the Local Access Management Grant funds.  This meeting will be on Monday, June 16th at 7pm.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Kerber to attend also.

Mrs. LaPlante reported that the well house on Pleasant Street has been repaired and is no longer a safety issue.  

Mrs. Paight and Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Voted unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:00pm.
