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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

June 13, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Robinson.  Present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Mr. Patnode informed the Board that the new grader has been delivered and they will be going over it.  He indicated that there were a few minor items which will need to be taken care of.  Mr. Northcott asked about putting the wing on for snow plowing.  Mr. Patnode would like to hold off until all the other items have been taken care and we are certain that everything is ready to go.  The cost of the wing will be approximately $15,000.  

Mr. Patnode will be preparing to install the new meter at the pump house on Fitch Court.  When this occurs water will be down for a day or so.  We will send notifications to land owners when we know exactly when this will be done.  

Question was brought up regarding providing the town sewer to Forrest Drive.  Several of the residences on that street are beginning to experience septic problems and before replacing their existing systems they asked if the Town was planning to extend the system up Forrest Drive.  Mr. Patnode noted that this was discussed when the system was established as a possible option for future development.  Chairman Robinson asked that Mr. Hitchcock be contacted to obtain a quote for the job so that it can be placed in the 2006 budget.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Parker –   Mr. Parker came before the Board with complaints regarding damages done to his trailer when a power surge.  The surge was the result of underground wires being disturbed during site preparations on the lot next to his home.  Chairman Robinson explained that all ordinances were met with the exception of sign-off of the pad by the building inspector prior to placement of the trailer. Mr. Woodward, Building Inspector, stated that he has not received any calls for inspection on any permits issued to the trailer park.   Mr. Parker had several issues regarding the operations of the park.   Chairman Robinson indicated that these issue were tenant/landlord issue and that they must be addressed directly with Mr. LaFleur.  Mr. Parker provided pictures showing live electrical wires running on top of the ground from a temporary service.  Chairman Robinson asked Mrs. LaPlante to contact Mr. Redfield, Electrical Inspector, to do a visit to the trailer park to inspect this situation.  

7:30PM  - Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to go into non-public session per RSA91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.

7:50PM  – Chairman. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $15,966.47 & 75.00.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the view factors in various neighborhoods and after some discussion it was suggested that we have Mr. Earls of Cross Country Appraisal come to a board meeting.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Earls and arrange this meeting.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
