MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       JUNE 14, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

Sgt. LaMears spoke with the Board regarding the Care Track bracelet.  He provided a cost of approximately $626 annually.  The Board will look into this further.

6:30PM – MHD- Mr. Patnode –   Mr. Patnode reported that the crew has moved in to start the cleaning on Well #2.  He also is waiting for quotes on the repair of the man-holes.  Chairman Northcott explained that the Board signed off on the Roto-Rooter quote for the cleaning of the sewer line.  Mr. Patnode suggested that we wait on the cleaning until the man-hole repairs are completed.  There was a question regarding regulations for commercial establishments hooking into the sewer system.  Mrs. LaPlante will look into these regulations.    

6:45PM – Mr. Guptill – Reference Auto Shop at 161 Jaffrey Road – No Show
7:00PM – Public Hearing for Iorio Conservation Easement -  Mrs. Paight moved to go into the public hearing.  Mr. Robinson seconded.  

7:25PM – Selectmen returned to their regular meeting.

7:30PM – Ms. Nichols and Mr. Allen – Status of P & C Hospitality back taxes.  Chairman Northcott reviewed how the past payments had been applied and what the current balance due is.  Chairman Northcott explained how the Board came up with the figure required to get the property out of deeding.  He also explained that any amount less than the stated figure would keep the property in deeding.  Mr. Allen explained that they would like to pay off the taxes within a year.  Mrs. Paight asked for clarification that the “amount to be paid off in a year was the total amount due, not just the amount to clear the deedable amount”.  Mr. Allen stated that he would be making a weekly payment and if a payment were missed then the town would discontinue the agreement and restart the deeding process. After some further discussion it was agreed that the amount of $5000 will be paid by Monday, June 21st and then a weekly payment of $900 will begin June 28th, with any lapse in payment resulting in the discontinuation of the agreement and the deeding process would be started.    Mr. Allen and Ms. Nichols left at 7:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $6,263.81 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight asked about the status of the Cumings’ easement and the other easements required for the new well project.  Chairman Northcott explained where these easements are located.  

The Board reviewed the information received from Mrs. Puleo for a scholarship to assist a student to attend  Camp Vision at Keene State College.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to approve $225 to be taken from the Hemenway Fund for tuition for one student.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the estimates received for the repair of the fence at the town office.  After some discussion the Board agreed to go with the lowest bid of $529.00.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify the contractor of the award.  

The Board reviewed the revised fee scheduled received from SVE Associates for the Gates Road Culvert repair.   Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the revision.

The Board reviewed the issue of a possible auto shop at 161 Jaffrey Road.  It was decided that a second letter would be sent certified requesting Mr. Guptill to attend the June 21st selectmen’s meeting. 

The Board reviewed the building permit for 330 Jaffrey Road.  The permit was approved with the stipulation that all set-backs be met.

The Board reviewed the building permit for 119 Thatcher Hill.  The permit was approved.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
