    MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                    JUNE 16, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder –  Chairman Robinson asked about the status of the RTC truck.  Mr. Batchelder reported that they had taken it to Dave’s Auto for a quote on repairs.  Dave’s quote was between $3,000 and $3,500 to make the necessary repairs so the truck could be inspected.   If the truck is not repaired Dave would give the town $575 for the truck as scrape.   After some discussion it was decided that we would put the truck out to bid, as is.  Mr. Batchelder has looked into several trucking options and he is still looking for someone who can make at least a 1-year commitment.  He will report back next month.  Mrs. Paight asked if the RTC checks for dump stickers on vehicles.  Mr. Batchelder said that they don’t always check the vehicle; they go more on the person.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:50pm.

6:50PM – Mrs. Torelli, Health Officer  & Chief Lyons–  Mrs. Torelli came to talk with the board about the property located at 347 Main Street.  Discussion was held regarding the hazardous conditions and the legal procedures to follow for condemning the building.  Mr. Northcott suggested that Mrs. Torelli contact someone at the state level to guide us on how to move forward with this issue.  Mrs. Torelli will send a letter to the homeowner as a follow-up to her conversation with her, which they had on Friday.  Chief Lyons will hand serve this letter.  RSA 147 was reviewed for procedures.  Mrs. Torelli and Chief Lyons left at 7:15pm.  

7:15 PM – Mr. J.B. Mack, Southwest Region Planning Commission – Mr. Mack came before the board to explain the Access Management Grant which SWRPC has received.  This grant will help the planning boards and highway departments with driveway and road accesses on to state highways, permitting process for these access roads, etc.    There will be educational forums, assistance with developing regulations, and hands-on assistance.  There is $6500 for three towns in the community.  Marlborough is the 2nd town that has been approached to join in on this grant opportunity.  Mr. Mack explained that because this is federal money there is a 20% match for the town. This would be $500.  The Board agreed to discuss this further and let Mr. Mack know of their decision.  Mr. Mack left at 7:35pm

7:35PM – Mr. Rushbrook, Underwood Engineering – Mr. Rushbrook reviewed the draft contract with the Board for the Wastewater Collection System Evaluation.  After some discussion the Board agreed to forward the draft to NHDES for their approval and invite them to meet with the Board and Mr. Rushbrook to discuss the cost.  Mr. Rushbrook left at 8:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of  $16,947.96 and $150.00 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed the information for the meeting with NHDES on Tuesday, June 17th at 9:30am.  This meeting is in answer to a petition received by NHDES regarding the town water supply.

The Board reviewed the notes from Mr. Vernon, ENSR regarding the meeting with NHDES and the School Board regarding the new well and the new school.

8:20PM  - Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues per RSA 91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.  

8:35PM – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.
The Board reviewed two discretionary easement renewal applications.  After reviewing RSA 79-C:3 Qualifying Land it was determined that the properties located at 235 Roxbury Road and 62 Bixby Street did not meet the criteria for renewal.    Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to deny the renewal applications.  Mrs. LaPlante will send a letter to both property owners.

Discussion was held regarding a citizen’s request for assistance with paying taxes.  It was decided that the citizen need to set up a payment program.  Mrs. Paight will draft a letter to them.

Mrs. Paight and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Voted unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:10pm.
