MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

June 18, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant. 

APPOINTMENT:    

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder – Mr. Batchelder had nothing to report at the present time.  Mrs. Paight asked about the status of the electrical issue.  This is being worked out with the electrician.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:40 PM.

6:45PM- Mr. Gavrin – Mr. Gavrin brought the board up to date on the Stone Pond Road Drainage issue.  It has determined that a drainage diversion will be needed on 4 properties located on Stone Pond Road.  Mr. Gavrin will be preparing letters to the property owners.  Mr. Jeff Cumings will be completing the work.  Mr. Gavrin also asked about the regulations for Class 6 Roads regarding width, etc.  Mr. Robinson stated that there are no regulations regarding these items.  

7:00PM –  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to recess the regular meeting and go into the public hearing.  Vote was unanimous.

7:20PM – The Board returned to the regular meeting.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, and the manifest for $124,787.69, $1,177.95 and $723,578.14.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a request from a citizen to remove all junks vehicles on the old RTC/Kenney property at no cost to the town.  The Board will look into this and get back to them.

After further discussion of the public comments from the public hearing on the sewer rates the Board recommended the new rates as follows:  $5.34/1000 gallons of usage and a fixed base fee of $26.50/quarter.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the usage rate for the 2nd quarter billing and the base fee to begin with the 3rd quarter billing.  Vote was unanimous.

Discussion was held regarding the request to barricade Porter Lane for BBQ.  Chairman Northcott suggests that signage be put up warning public.  Also reference the issue of emergency vehicles cannot be impeded at anytime.  Letter will be sent to citizen.

Mrs. Paight reviewed draft letter to citizen regarding waterline issue.  

The Board reviewed RSA 32:105 Indemnification for Damages (Copy attached).  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adopt this RSA.  Vote was unanimous.

Board reviewed the quotes from Fairbanks Lock & Key for replacing door locks and keys for town hall.  Decision was made to change outside door locks and to replace front door with an egress bar only.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Fairbanks regarding this job.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the letter from Attorney Serge regarding the town’s building permit process.  The Board will continue to review these recommendations for updating the permit process.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the list of properties which are eligible for deeding by the town.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to recess until 11:00am on Tuesday.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:20PM.

CHAPTER 31
POWERS AND DUTIES OF TOWNS

Liability for Damages Limited, Indemnification, Insurance

Section 31:105

    31:105 Indemnification for Damages. – A city, town, county, village district or precinct, school district, charter school, school administrative unit, or any other municipal corporation or political subdivision may by a vote of the governing body indemnify and save harmless for loss or damage occurring after said vote any person employed by it and any member or officer of its governing board, administrative staff or agencies including but not limited to selectmen, school board members, charter school trustees, city councilors and aldermen, town and city managers, regional planning commissioners, and superintendents of schools from personal financial loss and expense including reasonable legal fees and costs, if any, arising out of any claim, demand, suit, or judgment by reason of negligence or other act resulting in accidental injury to a person or accidental damage to or destruction of property if the indemnified person at the time of the accident resulting in the injury, damage, or destruction was acting in the scope of employment or office.
