      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

June 19, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder –   Mr. Batchelder reported that everything is going well at the RTC.  He has contacted Cheshire Fence regarding fencing and a gate around the demo dumpster.  He as received a quote of $2,000 for 60 ft. x 4 ft. fencing and 2 gates.  The Board will look at the status of the budget before making a final decision.  Mr. Batchelder reported that the glass crusher is back up and in working order.  Mr. Robinson asked about the status of the boxcar removal.  Mr. Batchelder reported that one is almost empty and that we will need to move the power.  Mr. Robinson suggested that we contact Mr. Redfield to see if he can do the electrical work.  Discussion was also held regarding the moving of the oil tank.  Mrs. Grace asked why the RTC was not recycling tin cans anymore.  Mr. Batchelder explained that is was costing the town more to dispose of them through recycling than it did to have them placed in the compactor with regular trash.  Mrs. Grace had an article about how other towns were “recycling tin cans”.  We will contact these sites to see how they are accomplishing this task.

Mr. Batchelder left at 6:40pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Gray, Cheshire Public Health Network Coordinator, - Mr. Livingston, Mrs. Torelli, Mr. Havill of Harrisville and Chief Lyons – Mr. Gray discussed the status of the pandemic planning.  He explained that the state has been broken up into “PODs” (Points of Distribution) for the purpose of providing treatments to all residents within a 48-hour period.  Discussion was held regarding the possible site location in both Harrisville and Marlborough for this process.  Mr. Gray handed out copies of the guidelines that are being used.  There will be on-going regional meetings with the emergency management directors and other involved in this process to continue working on the proposed plans.  Mr. Gray explained that there is federal and state funding available for the development of the regional plans.  We will be receiving notification of the dates for the next regional meeting at a later date.  Mr. Gray, Mr. Livingston, Mrs. Torelli and Mr. Havill  left at 7:25pm.  

7:25PM – Chief Lyons and Mr. Crowell – Discussion was held regarding the purpose of the Farnum Funds.  Mr. Crowell explained how these funds had been set up and used in the past.  Chief Lyons has been working with Mr. Crowell to find alternative was to purchase a third cruiser possibly before the next town meeting.  After some discussion it was determined that this may not be available.  We will continue to look into these options.  Mr. Crowell left at 7:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $376,092.20 and $225.00 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Discussion was held regarding the September and November election schedules and the location for polling for these elections.  Mr. Robinson confirmed that the conflict of Gramma’s Table and the election has been cleared.  There are still some issues with the November 7th election date, as the ladies group will be preparing for the annual bazaar.  We will look into this further and report back at the next meeting.

Discussion was held regarding the new roadway for Fitch Court.  Need to work on development and design.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
