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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

June 21, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectpersons Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:45PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – The Board asked Mr. Patnode if he had any information regarding the cost of a new grader.  Mr. Patnode reported that he had an estimate of approximately $175,000.  There was some discussion regarding the possibility of leasing for 5 years or going for a bond issue.  We will continue to look into our options on this.

Chairman Northcott asked about the scheduling for the Gates Road project.  Mr. Patnode indicated that this is scheduled to be starting in about two weeks.  

Mr. Patnode reported that the water department has been pumping about 100,000 gals per day except for Sundays where the volume is about 60,000 gallons.  It was discussed about looking into the possibility of another well in the near future.   Mr. Robinson asked what would have to be done in order to use the School Street Well as a primary water source.  Mr. Patnode indicated that testing would have to be completed to determine the type of treatment needed if this were to be primary source of drinking water.  He also said that both wells could be run together if needed.  Layne Christensen Company has been scheduled to perform well and pump maintenance services this summer.  

7:00PM – Hazard Mitigation Committee – Ed Goss, Southwest Region Planning Commission - Also present were Jim Carley, Jim Davidian, Ernie Linders, Harry Patnode – The Committee continue its review of the Town for the Hazard Mitigation program.  The various plans for the Town were reviewed to see what was in place and what needed to be up-dated.  The Emergency Operations Plan and The Emergency Management Plan have both been up-dated this year and are available in the Town Office for review.  The next meeting will be used to complete the “gaps” in the various plans.  The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, July 19th at 7:00PM in the Conference Room.  Hazard Mitigation Committee left at 7:50pm.

7:50PM – Mr. Carley, Marlborough School Board Chairman – Mr. Carley brought the Board up to date on the engineers findings regarding the school space and building needs.  He provided a copy of the power point presentation for the Board to review.  He reported that essentially there are three plans being presented, Plan I includes what absolutely has to be done; Plan II includes what absolutely has to be done plus other things that would be beneficial for educational values and Plan III includes start from scratch and build a new building.  The Committee will be working forward and will be looking at a possible public forum around September or October for public input.  Mr. Carley will keep the Board informed on the project.  Mr. Carley left at 8:00pm.

8:00PM – Mr. Tom Lewis – Mr. Lewis came before the Board to report that he is in the process of getting the survey completed for the Highland Street turn-around which was voted on at the March, 2003 Town Meeting.  Mr. Goodrich is working on the surveying and it was suggested that Mr. Lewis contact Mr. Patnode to help determine the space needed for this turn-around.  Mr. Lewis left at 8:10PM.

8:10PM – Mrs. Tilton – Mrs. Tilton inquired if the Town had a special evacuation plan in place for Pierce Elderly Housing.  The Board indicated that this comes from them not the Town.    Also, she had some information regarding a mediation opportunity which would be available should the Town need such assistance.  

Mrs. Tilton was also questioning a building operation, which was occurring on Webb Depot, next to her property.  She was concerned that this excavation may be close to or on her property, but she was not entirely sure where her boundary lies.  The Board informed her that if there were any questions regarding the boundary that she would have to have a survey completed.  They also stated that this was a civil matter between the two landowners.  Mrs. Tilton left at 8:25pm.

8:25PM – Mr. Blanchard came before the Board with questions regarding a building permit, which he is working on.  Mr. Blanchard stated that he wanted to come before the Board to review his preliminary plans prior to having formal drawings completed in case there were issues that would need to be addressed before he went forward with his plans.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the preliminary permit and indicated that Mr. Blanchard had met all necessary set back requirements and that he should now go back and get cost estimates for the project.  Mr. Blanchard indicated that this project would also help with the problem of water running off of Route 124 into his yard and basement.  Mr. Blanchard left at 8:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $11,444.73.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded at issue a warrant authorizing  the Town of Marlborough Police Department to serve the Civil Forfeitures to the owners of dogs who have not been registered.  Vote was unanimous.  The Administrative Assistant will complete the warrant and provide Chief Dodge with the documents.  

Mr. Robinson brought up a concern from Mr. David Kent regarding an old logging operation at the LaFleurs trailer park.  There were questions regarding the legal issue with the Town.  Chairman Northcott stated that there were no legal issues at the present time and the Town has no basis for legal action.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:08pm.
