MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       JUNE 21, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Laurendeau –    Mr. Laurendeau is working on getting the quote from the electrician to relocate the electrical circuits.  They have to finish emptying the railcars.  Scrap-It will be taking the metal from the cars.  Chairman Northcott asked about the status of the management position.  Mr. Laurendeau stated that he would leave that up to the Board’s decision.  Chairman Northcott asked him to keep the Board informed as to how things are going.  Mr. Robinson ask about the man power situation.  Mr. Laurendeau thought that they were doing ok for now.  Mr. Laurendeau left at 6:40PM.

6:45PM – Ms. Landry, City of Keene, Cheshire TV Agreement – She brought the Board up-to-date on the status of the Cheshire TV agreement.  She explained some of the changes that have been made to the agreement.  She explained that the Town of Swanzey is not accepting the new agreement.  There was discussion regarding what would happen if the Town does not sign the agreement and the pass through of the franchise fee.  The wording in the new agreement would allow the towns to withhold a certain percentage of the franchise fees if there is an increase.  Mrs. Paight asked when the deadline is for signing the agreement.  Ms. Landry reported that we have until July 21st.   Chairman Northcott said that the Board would like to review the agreement further asked if Ms. Landry would be available for questions.  Ms. Landry explained that one of the requirements is a public hearing on the agreement.  Ms. Landry left at 6:55pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Hendrickson – Mr. Hendrickson came before the Board to review the payment agreement that was reached at the April 19th meeting of the Board.  The Board reviewed the balance due and the interest that has accrued.  Mrs. Paight asked if he had contacted the mortgage holder for any assistance.  After some discussion the Board agreed to extend the agreement for an additional 6 weeks and Mr. Hendrickson will meet with the Board again on August 9th. 

7:05PM – Mr. Stone – Mr. Stone of S. Stone Electric Co. provided the Board with a quote for the electrical work at the recycling center.  The Board will review this quote.  

7:15PM – Mr. Guptill – Auto Shop at 161 Jaffrey Road – Mr. Guptill came before the Board to explain that his is not running a business and that he is only working on his own vehicles as there is five drivers in his family.  He also explained that the storage box belongs to his brother and it has been removed.  Chairman Northcott reminded Mr. Guptill that the town ordinance allows only one unregistered, uninspected motor vehicle on the property at any time.  Mr. Guptill at 7:35pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $317,220.95, the minutes of the previous meeting as amended and the minutes of the public hearing.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from Chief Lyons regarding the new proposed school crossing.  Sgt. LaMears discussed some of the hazards that are at this cross walk.  There was some discussion regarding the speed reduction.  Chairman Northcott said we would contact Mr. Ruehr to come in and meet with Chief Lyons to review this issue further.

Mrs. Paight asked Sgt. LaMears about the status of the Care Track device. He has been unable to do much research at this time. He has contacted Mr. Manning, Southwest Community Service and they have agreed to pay half of the monthly charge.  Research will continue on this item. 

The Board reviewed the Hazard Mitigation Plan certification sheet.  The Board has not seen the final draft.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mrs. Hubbard to get a copy for review.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed an offer from Ms. Devan to donate land on Underwood Road to the town.  Chairman Northcott is going to contact Mr. Krinsky to involve the Open Space Committee.  This will be researched further.  The Monadnock Conservancy has been involved also.

The Board reviewed the list of civil forfeitures letters that will be sent out.

The Board reviewed and approved the junkyard license renewal for Dave’s Automotive.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
