    MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                    JUNE 23, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mrs. Torelli, Health Officer, Chief Manning, Mr. Woodward, Ms. Hannan, Health Officer Liason from State, Det. LaMears – Mrs. Torelli provided follow-up information on the property located at 347 Main Street.  Ms. Hannan explained RSA 147.  She provided information from LGC.  It was determined that a plan needs to be put in place for the clean up of the property.  Fire Chief Manning reported that there are fire safety issues as well as health issues.  There were concerns that the property owner would not be able to complete the clean up.  After some discussion is was decided that Mrs. Torelli would get estimates for clean up by a professional company that deals with hazardous removals.  Mrs. Torelli also reported that a letter had been delivered to the property owner and also posted on the building regarding the required clean up and that the homeowner had 7 business days to oblige.  Detective LaMears reported that the letter has been removed from the house and it appeared that someone had been in over the weekend to do some clean up of the outside.  Mrs. Torelli will continue to monitor the situation.  Left at 7:10pm

7:15pm – Citizens arrived to discuss discretionary easement denial – Chairman Robinson explained the criteria for discretionary easement.  The property owner explained that this is a non-buildable lot and that it has remained in its natural state since the first easement was granted.  The new property status and appraisal was reviewed.  Citizens left at 7:30pm.

7:30PM – Citizen to discuss Laurel Street drainage issue – There is the on-going issue of the drainage at the lower end of Laurel Street.  Citizen wanted to know the schedule for the paving repairs.  Chairman Robinson explained that Mr. Patnode is working with the paving company to schedule all the paving work in town at the same time.  Chairman Robinson explained that the road was going to be shimmed to go toward the field Hackler property and then into the drainage ditch.  Citizen asked to be contacted when the job was scheduled.  Citizen left at 7:40pm.

7:40PM -  Mr. Warme – Water Meter Installer – Mr. Warme asked about the status of the Mt. Corporation’s request for a 3” meter.  It was determined that the town would purchase the meter and recoup any necessary cost over a period of time.  We will contact Mr. Grosner, Plant Engineer for the Mt. Corporation for other requirements.  Mr. Warme also reported that there were 3 meters and boxes incorrectly installed at the Mountain View Trailer Park and he has made the necessary repairs.   After some discussion it was decided that we would bill Mr. LaFluer for these repairs.   Mr. Warme left at 7:55pm.

7:55PM – Citizen arrived to discuss abatement appeal -  The status of the 2006 abatement appeal was reviewed.  Citizen left at 8:10pm

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Chairman Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of  $578,706.83 and the minutes of the previous meeting and the minutes of the 6/17 meeting with DES.   Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed the civil forfeiture list from the Town Clerk.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to have the civil forfeiture letters filed by certified mail.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a complaint regarding brush and clippings being removed from a property on School Street and dumped onto town property.  A letter will be sent to the property owner to discontinue this practice and to remove the brush from the town property.  

The Board reviewed the request from the Health Officer and the NH Dept. of Health to appoint a deputy health officer.   Mrs. Butler was contacted for this position and at the present time she unable to make this commitment but she did express an interest for the fall.   After some discussion, Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to appoint Mrs. LaPlante as Deputy Health Officer for the interim.  Vote was unanimous.  The necessary form will be forwarded to the NH Dept. of Health Office.  

The Board reviewed the next phase contract from ENSR.  After some discussion Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the contract.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from citizen regarding the East Cemetery tree removal.  After some discussion the board decided to get a recommendation from a landscaper regarding the need for something for erosion control where the trees were cut.  

Mrs. Paight asked about the rates for water for different size meters.  This discussion was tabled for a later meeting.

Building permit request from Mr. LaCasse, Marlborough Greenhouse, was reviewed.  Because this permit would be doubling the size of the business, Chairman Robinson recommended that the Board deny this permit until there has been a site plan review done by the Planning Board.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will send information to Mr. LaCasse.

Mr. Northcott suggested that copies of the new yard sale ordinance be copied and available to handout to all people who are having yard sales so that they are aware of the time frame requirements.  

The Board reviewed the request from citizen for support on building codes for outside steps.

The Board reviewed the proposed sign for posting of the pavilion regulations.

Mrs. Paight and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Voted unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:20pm.
