MINUTES OF THE SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

               JUNE 24, 2009

The meeting reconvened at 10:00AM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectman Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT: 

10:00AM – Mr. Rushbrook and Mr. Mercier, Underwood Engineers – Mr. Mercier provided a handout to the Board outlining the results of the flow meter testing done at Ryan Road/Sawyer Lane.  Mr. Rushbrook explained the findings (a copy of the report is on file in the Selectmen’s office).  Chairman Paight asked if there is some infiltration that it is within the acceptable limits for new piping.  Mr. Rushbrook stated that this is true.  There were recommendations to repair some of the manholes.  After further discussion it was determined that the wastewater infiltration project is now complete.  

The next item for review is the pipe inspection and lining project to protect the water supply wells.  The Board reviewed quotes that were provided by Underwood for various options for the pipe lining.  Mr. Northcott indicated that the funding for this project should be included in the $995,000 for new well development as it is required to obtain a waiver from NHDES for a sewer line within the 350’ well protection radius.  There was some discussion regarding the bidding process required.   Mr. Northcott indicated that the project of removing the T-Joints should be done as part of the sewer system maintenance.  

The Board agreed to have Underwood Engineering continue with monitory and scheduling the final project. Mr. Mercier and Mr. Underwood left at 10:55AM.

11:00AM  - Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues per RSA 91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.  

11:45AM – Mr. Robinson moved and Chairman Paight seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.
ADMINISTRATIVE:

Chairman Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $7,257.01.   Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Paight spoke with Attorney Serge regarding CFASI.  He sees no reason why we can’t negotiate the 15% penalty for the re-buy option.  The Board reviewed the amount of the penalty percentage to be changed.  After some discussion Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to charge a flat amount of $10,000.00.  Vote was unanimous.

Discussion was held regarding the reimbursement to Mr. LeBlanc for his inconvenience on his sign permit and removal.  Attorney Serge reminded the Board that the applicant is responsible for knowing the zoning regulations when preparing an application.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to reimburse Mr. LeBlanc $205.00 for his permit fees with the town and the state.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Paight recommended contacting Mrs. Linders about the up-coming opening for Health Officer.  Chairman Paight will send her a letter.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 11:50PM.
