MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       JUNE 28, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:25PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00PM – PUBLIC HEARING – IORIO PROPERTY CONSERVATION EASEMENT  –   Mrs. Paight moved to go into the public hearing and Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous

7:20PM – Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to the regular business meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

7:20PM – Mr. Perkins, Cheshire TV Revised Agreement  & Mrs. Landry, City of Keene –  Mr. Perkins offered to review the proposed new agreement in comparison to the current agreement.  Mr. Perkins explained the franchise fee disposition.  Mrs. Landry, City of Keene, further explained that the new proposed agreement would allow a portion of any increase in franchise fee to be kept by the town or the town could agree to send the complete increase to Cheshire TV as it does now.  There was still the concern of what the impact would be for the other towns should the Town of Swanzey not continue with the agreement.  Mr. Perkins reviewed some of the operations of Cheshire TV.    After further discussion Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the agreement.  Mr. Perkins and Mr. Landry left at 7:40pm. 

7:40PM – Mr. Gavrin and Mrs. Shepardson – They came before the Board to review the status of energy conservation projects at town office.   Mrs. Shepardson reviewed the recommendations to be completed.  Mr. Robinson explained that there is no money in the current budget to complete these items.  Mrs. Shepardson spoke about the PACE program which is being developed for the local homeowners.  Mrs. Shepardson reminded Mr. Robinson that he had agreed to make a door for the inside of the bulkhead in the basement. There were other items that were reviewed.  These items will be put into the 2011 budget proposal.  Mrs. Paight asked about the insulating the basement ceiling and also insulating two feet down on the walls would there be an issue with moisture.  Mrs. Paight suggested that we wait until we are a little further into the budget year before making any commitments for funding.  

Mr. Gavin and Mrs. Shepardson left at 8:10pm. 
ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $46,889.30 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the sign permit application from CFASI.  After some discussion the permit was approved with the condition that one of the existing signs would have to be removed in order to be in compliance with the current sign ordinance. 

After reviewing the budget, Mr. Robinson moved to accept the bid in the amount of $1,985.00 received from S.R. Stone Electrical to do the electrical work at the RTC.  Mrs. Paight seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. & Mrs. Quadrini regarding the conditions of 42 Knowlton Street.

The Board reviewed and signed an application for current use on Jaffrey Road.  

The Board reviewed information found in the sewer ordinance regarding grease traps in commercial buildings.  Mr. Robinson will review this information with the Planning Board at the next planning board meeting.

Chairman Northcott suggested that Board attend the August 12th workshop on State Election Law Training which is in Keene.   

The Board reviewed the abatement for Pierce Elderly Housing which was received from Mr. Marazoff of Cross Country Appraisal.  After some discussion Mrs. Paight moved to accept the abatement and Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request from Ms. Maki regarding a payment arrangement for the back taxes on the property located at 23 Mountain Drive.  The Board approved the agreement.    

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:25pm.
