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PUBLIC HEARING MINUTES

JUNE 28, 2010

Chairman Northcott called the public hearing to order at 7:00pm.   Chairman Northcott reported that the notice of this meeting was posted in the Keene Sentinel, on the town’s website, at the Town Office, Frost Free Library and Recycling Center.  Members of the public were Mr. Krinsky, Open Space Committee and Ms. McBride, Monadnock Conservancy, Mr. Ferranti, Recreation Commission, Mr. Perkins, Cheshire TV and Mrs. Landry, City of Keene.

The purpose of this hearing is to receive public input on a conservation easement on property currently owned by Mr. Matthew Iorio, located on Route 101, Marlborough, Tax Map 04 Lot 038.
There was discussion regarding the recreation activity that would be allowed on the property.  Mr. Ferranti explained that the recreation committee already had land for the purpose of ball games.  It was also explained that the New England Forestry Foundation allows most recreational purposes except four wheelers.  It could be used for hiking, biking and winter sports.  Mr. Krinsky explained that a statement in the easement which kept the door open for future possibilities would be beneficial.  Ms. McBride explained that it already allows for non-commercial recreational use.  Chairman Northcott also suggested that we have a designated parking area for people using the land.  

Mr. Ferranti asked about future logging of the property. Mr. Northcott explained that the New England Forestry Foundation would only be logging for best management practice and any income would be used by the Foundation. 

Mr. Krinsky asked Chairman Northcott, if approved, when he thought the funding would be available.  He reported that he thought it would be approximately 8 weeks to complete the bonding process.

With no further comments by the public, Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Public Hearing adjourned at 7:20pm.
