MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

JULY 9, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, and Mr. Robinson 

Moved by Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mrs. Paight to recess meeting for public hearing at 6:35PM.  Voted unanimous.

Returned to regular meeting at 6:45PM

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the 7/2/07 meeting, the amended minutes of public hearing on 6/18/07 and 7/28 Public Hearing and the manifest for $13,184.34.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board discussed the zoning decision regarding a commercial kennel on Route 124.  Chairman Northcott will contact town attorney on how to proceed.

Chairman Northcott will also contact town attorney regarding the junk vehicles at RTC.

Discussion was held regarding the Gates Road culvert rebuild work.  Chairman Northcott spoke with State of NH DOT and was given a waiver to by-pass the consultant selection process.    The next step will be for Mr. Hitchcock to provide the Scope of Work and Fee Schedule.  According to the present state schedule, bridge aid reimbursement will not occur until 2012.  The town will proceed with the repair work and wait for the reimbursement.

Selectmen reviewed a proposal from GS Environmental & Groundwater Associates of Portsmouth in regards to the preliminary water well development.  Arrangements have been made to also meet with ENSR of Belmont, Massachusetts. 

Discussion was held regarding invoice presented to the school board from the police department for police coverage at the 5/28/2007 school district meeting.  The Selectmen decided to withdraw the invoice and refund the amount already paid.

Discussion was held regarding legal documents needing to be served to individual. The police department has been unable to locate and serve these documents so documents will be brought to Sheriff’s Department for service.

Mr. Robinson brought the board up to date on his progress in consolidating the building permit process.

Discussion was held regarding sending the 6 month budget figures to Budget Committee members.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:12pm
