      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

July 10, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:            

6:45PM – Mr. Hutwelker, Candidate for State Representative -   Mr. Hutwelker came before the Board to introduce himself as a candidate for state representative.  Discussion was held regarding various topics, such as, taxes, school funding.  Mr. Hutwelker left at 7:15pm.

7:15PM – Public Hearing on Traffic Ordinance Amendment

8:05PM – Mr. Spooner – Mr. Spooner came before the Board to discuss the status of the vehicles located at 59 Main Street.  He states that one vehicle is now registered and will be inspected within 10 days and he is still working on getting the other vehicle registered.  The vehicles will be checked on June 20th to see if all are in compliance with the Town Zoning Ordinance.  Mr. Spooner left at 8:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $4,760.89; 17,288.59; $42,241.80 and $20,652.70 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a building permit for a pool to be installed at 5 Oliver Road.  After some discussion, it was determined that a permit was not required for this purpose.

The Board reviewed a request for a veteran’s credit and this was approved.  

There was discussion regarding the violation of the Zoning Ordinance 6.4.D.15, which covers open lot storage or sale of junk or salvaged materials, at 25 Roxbury Road and 270 Main Street.  Mrs. LaPlante has been instructed to send letters to these residents.  It was also noted that there is a violation of Section 8.2 of the Zoning Ordinance, which covers exterior, unscreened storage or placement of travel trailers, recreational vehicles, campers or camper bodies is limited to one unit per titled property, at 471 Main Street.  Mrs. LaPlante will send a letter to the resident.

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
