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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

July 12, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectman Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  Absent: Mrs. Paight

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Mr. Patnode reported that the dirt road have been graded, graveled and ditches have been cleaned.  He is planning to start work on Gates Road next week.  

Mr. Patnode presented a schedule of long term items that can be added to the water audit program to help calculate the money needs for the future in the Water Department.  This information is also being used to create a CIP account for the Water Department.  We are continuing to work with Scott Clang of Northeast Rural Water Association on this project.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45PM.

6:50PM – Mr. Warme – Mr. Warme came before the Board to discuss a building project that is being done on Jaffrey Road.  He had concerns regarding the run-off from this property onto his property and also possible contamination of his neighbors’ well and ponds.  The Board will contact NHDES regarding the septic approval on this property and will have a representative do an on-site visitation.  Mr. Warme left at 7:00pm.

7:30PM – Citizen arrived to discuss back tax issue.  Arrangements were discussed and a letter will be forwarded to the citizen to confirm these arrangements.   

7:40PM – Mr. Lougee – Mr. Lougee arrived to also discuss the issue of the building project on Jaffrey Road.  The Board told Mr. Lougee that we were already in the process on making arrangements for an on-site visitation on this project.  Mr. Lougee left at 8:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $55,514.67.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter received from Mr. Zlamal regarding his “tracts” of land vs. “parcels”.  Chairman Northcott had contacted our legal council regarding this matter.  A letter will be sent to Mr. Zlamal to explain the Town’s responsibility in this matter.

Chairman Northcott reviewed RSA 165:4-a Application of Rents Paid by the Municipality, which was presented by the Welfare Director.   Mr. Robinson moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to table this issue until the July 19, 2004 meeting when there is a full Board present.  

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Director for use of funds from the Hemenway Funds totaling $1,265.41 to assist with unanticipated medical expenses.  Mr. Robinson moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to approve this expenditure from the Hemenway Fund.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the recommendation from legal council regarding a lien agreement which the Town has a property.  Chairman Northcott will write a letter to the property owner regarding this information.

The Board reviewed some corrections to property assessments and authorized the Administrative Assistant to send notification to the property owners and also to issue an abatement request to the Tax Collector.

Mr. Robinson moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05pm
