MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       JULY 12, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:28PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM  – MHD – Mr. Patnode  –  Mr. Patnode gave the Board two quotes for the repairing of the manholes.  He said that he plans to repair ten manholes this year.   The quote from Quality Water Products was $700.00/man-hole and Deerfield Construction was for $400.00/man-hole.  The town would have to provide assistance and materials with both companies. Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the quote from Deerfield Construction in the amount of $400/man-hole.  Vote was unanimous. Chairman Northcott asked about the report from Layne Construction for the re-work of Well #2.  Mr. Patnode has a report and he will bring it down to the office. Chairman Northcott reviewed the Meetinghouse Dam clean-up letter with Mr. Patnode.  Mr. Patnode said that they have been working on the brush clearing in the area of the dam.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45pm.

6:50PM – Mr. Ferranti – Fitch Court Dam – Mr. Ferranti is concerned about the low-head damn located on Fitch Court at the Mountain Corp.  He believes this is a dangerous situation and it is not a useful dam.  Chairman Northcott stated that according to DES this portion could be removed at anytime.   Chairman Northcott stated that the Board would write a letter to The Mountain Corp. regarding this problem.  Mr. Ferranti left at 7:05pm.  

7:30PM – Mr. & Mrs. Manning  – Mr. & Mrs. Manning came in regarding the low water flow at their home and asked if the Terrace Street Water Main project is on the schedule.  Chairman Northcott stated that he had spoken with Mr. Karasinsky regarding the status of this project as was told that the work would be done by the fall.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of $33,564.57, $29,270.11 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the proposed conservation easement on property currently owned by Mr. Iorio located on Route 101, Tax Map 04 Lot 038.  After a brief discussion Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to authorize the Open Space Committee to obtain the conservation easement on the property located on Route 101, Tax Map 04 Lot 038.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed and approved two sign permits.

The Board reviewed and approved two building permits.  One for a new single-family home on Terrace Street and one for a replacement garage on Jaffrey Road. 

Chairman Northcott reviewed a letter received from Attorney Faulkner requesting an agreement in the case of Corbett Creek Kennel.   All Board members agreed that the town does not agree to the conditions proposed in Attorney Faulkner’s letter.   Chairman Northcott reviewed an affidavit concerning Corbett Creek, which was signed and sent to Attorney Serge.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the status of the Zlamal issue.

Chairman Northcott reviewed a letter from Camp Glen Brook regarding a possible portable beach pass for a camp vehicle to transport staff to the beach.  The Board approved the issuance of one permit only.

The Board reviewed the information received from Ms. Landry regarding the Cheshire TV agreement and request for an extension.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact her regarding what we need for the extension.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the State Election Law Training on August 12th.  Mr. Robinson will be going to the session on July 21st.  Chairman Northcott will be attending on August 12th.

Chairman Northcott proposed that a committee be put together for the Emergency Operation Plan (EOP) upgrading.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare this listing.

The Board discussed people to contact for a committee to review the status of the Gates House.  Chairman Northcott will contact these people and report back to the Board for the next meeting.

Mr. Robinson asked about the status of the crosswalk at Water Street.  Chairman Northcott will contact Mr. Ruehr regarding this.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:55pm.
