MINUTES OF THE SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

               JULY 13, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode –  Mr. Patnode reported that the new truck is in at Hillsborough Ford.  Chairman Paight asked what we could do to improve Stone Pond Road if money were available.   Mr. Patnode said the department has been working on Stone Pond Road for the past couple of days.  Mr. Patnode said there is really not a “single fix” except for paving which is too expensive.  Chairman Paight asked about the status of Meetinghouse Pond Dam repairs. There was discussion regarding how to get the equipment across the damn without disturbing the wetlands.   Mr. Robinson asked about the ditch on Old Chesham Road near Mr. Livingston’s home.  Mr. Patnode said that it was only the normal ditching that was done and there appeared to be no concern regarding the wall collapsing.  Mr. Patnode provided a draft of the spacing needed for the parking spaces at the town office parking lot.   The Board approved the plan and Mr. Patnode will work schedule to do this on a Wednesday afternoon when the office is closed.  It was suggested that while the equipment was available they could also complete the library parking lot.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – Mr. LaClair – Request for an extension on Timber Tax Bill –  Mr. LaClair requested an extension on the balance he owes on his timber tax.  He would like to make weekly payments.  He asked about the 18% interest charge.  Chairman Paight explained that the state sets the rate and we can’t adjust it.  The Board agreed to an extension until September 1st.   Mr. LaClair left at 6:50pm

6:50PM – Mr. Patton – Request for abatement on 2nd quarter water & sewer bill for 12 School Street - Mr. Patton explained that there was a broken water heater in the apartment and the water had been running for almost a month while the tenant was on vacation.  He is requesting an abatement for the sewer portion of the bill as this water from the heater was dumping into the sump pump in the basement not into the town sewer.  Mr. Northcott recommended that Mrs. Orkins provide the Board with an abatement based on the average usage for this property.  Mr. Patton also complimented the Garden Club on the excellent job they have done on the town gardens.  Mr. Patton left at 7:00pm.  

7:15PM –  Mr. Ferranti  & Recreation Committee –  Mr. Ferranti reviewed the parking lot at the lower part of the ball flat which will be filled in and seeded.  There is excess top soil which SUR has not used and would we be able to use that top soil instead of hauling it away, which would save the town some trucking cost.  If SUR could move it in a pile down there and when the well project is completed we will have someone come and spread it.   Mr. Northcott will talk with Mr. Maki of MacMillin regarding this possibility.  Mr. Ferranti asked if the selectmen have any considerations for the old school building.  At the present time nothing has been considered.  Chairman Paight suggested getting a committee together to discuss the options.  There was discussion on the status of the pavilion when the new well project is completed.  There was discussion regarding moving the shed and also the pavilion to the upper field location.  Mr. Ferranti left at 7:15pm.   

7:30PM – Ms. Clemente, DRA Representative -  Ms. Clemente provided the Board with reports from 2008 & 2009 Cyclical Review status.  Ms. Clemente stated that the cyclical review process is working very well.   Ms. Clemente asked about the status of the appeal to BTLA by Camp Glenbrook regarding their request for exempt status as non-charitable.  Ms. Clemente left at 7:45pm. 

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $57,294.07, minutes of previous meetings as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request for a sewer abatement for Mr. LaMears at 55 School Street in the amount of $16.02, which is for 3,000 gallons of water used to fill the swimming pool.

The Board reviewed a request from the Federated Church for an abatement on the 1st Quarter 2009 Water & Sewer Bill for the parsonage.   Mrs. Orkins explained that there had been estimated readings for several quarters and then the radio was fixed and the accumulated use was corrected on the 2nd quarter billing.  After some discussion regarding this issue Chairman Paight moved to abate 20,000 gallons of water and sewer usage. Mr. Northcott seconded and Mr. Robinson abstained.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the status of the property located at 322 Troy Road.  After some discussion the Board decided to send a letter to the property owner regarding the back taxes.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15pm.
