      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

July 17, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder -   Mr. Batchelder stated that there was nothing major to report.  Mr. Redfield has been up to the RTC to look at moving the power out of the box truck and relocating it and he will provide us with a quote.  There was discussion regarding personal issues.   Mr. Batchelder left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Jeremy LaPlante, State of NH Emergency Management  –  Mr. LaPlante introduced himself to the Board of Selectmen and Mr. Livingston, EMD for Town of Marlborough.  There was discussion regarding the on-going Pandemic Plan work.  Mr. LaPlante reminded the Board of the planning meeting scheduled for Tuesday evening.  Mr. Livingston , Mrs. Torelli and Mrs. LaPlante will be attending on behalf of Marlborough.   Mr. LaPlante left at 6:05pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Norman Russell – Mr. Russell came before the Board of Selectmen with a complaint regarding the line of site limitation at the corner of Ling Street.  This is caused by the three trees, which are along Route 101 that need to be trimmed.  Mrs. LaPlante stated that NHDOT has been notified of the problem and we are waiting to hear who has actual responsibility for the trimming of these trees.    Mr. Russell left at 7:05pm.

7:05PM – Mrs. Donna Hanscom, City of Keene, Waste Water Treatment –Mrs. Hanscom reviewed the EPA Waste Water Discharge Permit renewal with the Selectmen.  She explained the cost factors for improvements that are being controlled by the EPA.  There is a public hearing schedule at Keene Public Library on Thursday, July 27, 2006 at 7pm and she encouraged the Board to attend this hearing.  She also explained that with Marlborough being listed as a co-permitee we would be responsible for any “local” overflow problem, backups or breakdown of the system.  We would not be liable for expenses relating to system increases as a result in increase usage by Keene.  Mr. Northcott stated that this project to clean up the rivers would be a financial burden to the Town of Marlborough.  This project could have a financial impact on the town of approximately $250,000 annually in the town’s share of the operations cost.  Mrs. Hanscom left at 7:35pm.

7:35PM – Mr. Lerandeau, Candidate for State Representative – Mr. Lerandeau came before the Board to introduce himself as he will be campaigning in our town.  Mr. Lerandeau left at 7:55pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $17,142.44 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the agreement received from Monadnock Disposal for the 1 quarter pick-up charge for the dumpster at the Ojala residence.  The fee is going to be $75.00.  A letter will be sent with the agreement clarifying that the Town will only be responsible for $75.00 one time fee for this pick-up service.

The Board reviewed a letter received from Ms. Minucci regarding the speeding on Old Chesham Road.  We will send a letter to Ms. Minucci regarding the policing of the road and let her know that the speed limit is 35mph when not posted with a sign.  If she wishes to have that reduced than a petition will need to be filed with proper signatures.  Mrs. LaPlante will send her a letter. 

The Board reviewed the contract received from City of Keene regarding Paramedic Intercept.  This service is taken care of by Marl-Harris Ambulance.  The contract will be returned to the City of Keene with a letter of explanation.

Mr. Northcott moved and Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50pm.
