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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

July 19, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder – The Board reviewed the RTC budget with Mr. Batchelder.  There were some concerns regarding the equipment maintenance budget.  Mrs. LaPlante provided a budget detail showing the expenditures in that budget area and most of the expenses were for maintenance to the 1985 dump truck.  

Mr. Batchelder reported that the monitoring of the compactor has been going well.  He is having some large signs made for the side of the compactor with the ordinance stated on them.  Those will be ready later this week.  

6:45PM – MPD – Chief Dodge – Chief Dodge and the MPD have spent the day training on the new Tasers and a demonstration was presented to the Board on the use of this device.  

Chief Dodge also reported that the caseload is continuing to increase.  The average new major caseload has been five per week.  He attributes some of this increase to the fact that the officers have not been able to maintain a strong visible duty schedule due to being tied up with investigations of other cases.  Chief Dodge is working on getting the officers back on “visible” duty.  Chief Dodge left at 7:45PM.

7:45PM – Mr. Klotzbier  - Mr. Klotzbier came before the Board to review the Driveway Permit which he received from DOT and demanded that he be given his Certificate of Occupancy for the home which is completed on that property, which is located on Route 101 across from the State Highway Garage.  Mr. Robinson explained that he had a permit for the cut to be put into place and that he has one year to complete that cut.   Chairman Northcott stated that he would contact DOT and we will than contact Mr. Klotzbier to issue the Certificate of Occupancy.  At this time Mr. Klotzbier became very indignant and began to use foul language.  Mr. Robinson reminded Mr. Klotzbier that this type of language is unacceptable.  The Board explained that they would contact DOT once again.  Mr. Klotzbier left the meeting abruptly.

7:52PM Mr. Wheeler – Mr. Wheeler came before the Board to discuss the Cemetery Ordinance, Article 5 – Obtaining of plots in the Cemeteries. Regarding the purchasing of a cemetery plot.  Mr. Robinson consulted the Cemetery Ordinance and will report this to the Cemetery Trustees for them to review.  Mr. Wheeler left at 8:00Pm.

8:00PM – Mr. Warme & Mr. Lougee – They came before the Board to find out the results of the on-site visit by the NHDES regarding the septic design and implementation on the property located on Jaffrey Road.  Chairman Northcott reported that Mr. Smith, field inspector for the State of NH, inspected the site on Tuesday July 14th and explained that all of the standards were met and correct.  Mr. Smith also indicated that the system design will work and will not contaminate any of the areas in question.  Mr. Warme and Mr. Lougee left at 8:25pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $38,338.15.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed RSA165:4-a, Application of Rents Paid by the Municipality (copy attached).  Chairman Northcott has contacted legal council regarding this RSA.  Mr. Robinson moved to adopt RSA 165:4-a effective immediately.  Mrs. Paight seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrator to use the sum of $1,137.07 from the Hemenway Fund to assist with a one-time situation.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to authorize the withdrawal of $1,137.07 from the Hemenway Fund.  Vote was unanimous.  Documentation will be forwarded to the treasurer.

The Board reviewed a contractual arrangement with the State of New Hampshire and the Town of Marlborough for enrollment in the reimbursement program for certain clients receiving public assistance.  This documentation was provided to the Board by the Welfare Administrator in hopes of being able to recoup some of the funds that the Town has expended on public assistance.  This program is referenced in the new guidelines that allow the Towns to be reimbursed for clients that have applied for Social Security Disability.    Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to apply for the “Supplemental Security Income for the Ages, Blind, and Disabled Interim Assistance”.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott read a letter from Mr. Gordon regarding the condition of Frost Hill Road.  Chairman Northcott reported that he has reviewed this letter with Mr. Patnode.  Mr. Patnode explained that he has been using the standards for grading and road maintenance.  The Board discussed some possibilities to alleviate some of the problems.  Chairman Northcott suggested that we contact Mr. Rob Hitchcock of SVE to go and do a visit of the road in question and make recommendations.  

Mr. Robinson reminded the Board that it has been a year since the Barn Preservation Easement has been issued to Mr. Hill and that we should send a letter requesting an up-date on the work that has been done to the barn to stay in compliance with the easement.  The Administrative Assistance will send that letter.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:20pm.
