MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       JULY 19, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:50PM – Mr. Streeter came in to discuss the letter he received regarding the placement of his shed on the property line.  He asked what can be done to keep this shed as he has a very small lot.  Mr. Robinson explained that he could go to the Zoning Board for a special exception. Mr. Streeter was given the necessary paperwork to file for a special exception.  It was recommended that he contact the ZBA Chairman for a consultation.

7:05PM – Mr. Southwell  –  Mr. Southwell asked if we could provide him with the new tax rate for 2011.  We explained that this would not be available until October.  He also had questions regarding his veteran’s exemption denial.  It was explained that the criteria for this exemption is set by the state RSA’s and the selectmen do not have control over these regulations. Chairman Northcott reviewed the veteran’s criteria with Mr. Southwell.   He also had questions regarding welfare guidelines. Mr. Southwell left at 7:20pm.  

7:30PM – Mr. Wilber – Discussion regarding Code Enforcer Officer – The Board reviewed the need for a code enforcer.  There was discussion regarding the possibility of handling this the same as we do for the building, electrical and plumbing inspectors.  The code enforcer would be paid a certain amount per visit.  Mrs. Paight explained that the biggest issue is the junk and unregistered uninspected vehicles.  It was explained that this position would be complaint driven mostly and also if something is seen when driving around town.  A fine schedule was reviewed and a citation will need to be designed and printed.   Mr. Wilber will get back to the Board next week with his intent.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $68,929.87 and the minutes of the previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the purchasing procedure for the RTC.  A memo will be sent regarding the process for the future.  

Mrs. LaPlante reviewed the members of the committee to review and update the Emergency Operations Plan for the town.  She will contact Mrs. Hubbard to confirm the meeting dates.  

The Board reviewed the 2011-2012 Legislative Polices and will send recommendations to LGC.

The Board reviewed the request for summary judgment that Attorney Serge prepared on the Corbett Case.

The Board reviewed the definition of “home based business” in the zoning ordinances.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:00pm.
