      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

July 24, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Mrs. LaPlante

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM – Chief Lyons   

6:30PM  - Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.

7:30PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

7:55PM – Mr. Spooner – Mr. Spooner came before the Board to give them an up-date on the status of the unregistered, uninspected vehicles at 59 Main Street.  He is still having difficulties obtaining titles for certain vehicles and is working the State of Dept. Motor Vehicle in Concord on this matter.  Discussion was held regarding the process for obtaining antique plates for vehicles.  Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk, stated that there are certain criteria that must be me prior to issuing of such plates.  Mr. Spooner left at 8:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson  seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $3,799.16 and $5,389.71 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the information received from Ms. Hanscom, City of Keene, Waste Water Dept. regarding the EPA permit which is being discussed at the public hearing at Keene Library on Thursday, July 27th at 6pm.  Mr. Robinson and Mr. Northcott will be attending this hearing on behalf of the Town of Marlborough.  

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrator for a withdrawal from the Hemenway Fund to assist a family with burial expenses.  Mr. Robinson moved to authorize the treasurer to withdraw the amount of $2,330 for these services.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the letter from the Society for Protection on New Hampshire Forest regarding a parcel of land on Roxbury Road (Tax Map 2 Lot 040).  They have offered to donate the land to the town.  After some discussion is was decided to invite Mr. Gavrin, Chairman of the Conservation Commission and Mr, Krinsky, Chairman of the Open Space Committee, to the August 7th Selectmen’s meeting to further discuss this possibility.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify all parties.

Chairman Paight reviewed a document from the Little Monadnock Family Trails club who is requesting an extension of the “Right-of-Way Trail Permission so that the club may continues its work on the bridges on the rail trail.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to approve the extension for a 5-year period with the understanding that either party, upon thirty days written notice, may terminate this agreement for any cause.  Vote was unanimous. 

Mr. Northcott invited the Selectmen to stop by Mr. Woodard’s on Wednesday afternoon at 5:15pm to look at the sample street sign that have.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.
