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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

July 25, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Selectman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:

6:30PM – Mr. Bird – Discuss Regulations for Craft Fair – Mr. Bird explained that he is looking to establish a craft fair in the parking lot of the Marlborough Country Convenience Store.  He has obtained permission from the storeowner and was instructed to seek any necessary permits from the town if needed.  He is looking to hold this fair on Sundays so as not to interfere with Doug’s Dogs and Homestead Bookstore.  They would like to hold this craft fair one day a week, every other weekend.  They will be distributing flyers as advertisement.  Mr. Northcott found no reason to deny this request provided that they stay within the regulations of Town Ordinance 9.8 which states that “All yard, garage, tag, porch, et al, casual sales shall be limited to four (4) days in any sixty-(60) day period.”  Mr. Johnson and Mr. Buckbee of the Zoning Board were also present and had no findings.  Mr. Bird left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Johnson & Mr. Buckbee, Zoning Board Members -  Mr. Johnson was looking for clarification on the required lot size for current use status.  Discussion was held regarding a possible sub-division request and how the current use status of this lot would be affected.  Mr. Johnson and Mr. Buckbee returned to the Zoning Office at 7:00pm.

7:94PM  - Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to go into non-public session per RSA91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.

7:35PM  – Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifests for  $31,408.29.  Vote was unanimous.  

Discussion was held regarding the zoning regulations for the Cottage Street area.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20PM.
