MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       JULY 26, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00PM – Mr. Crofut came to the Board regarding the possibility of expanding his business to include off-site catering.  He is applying for an off-premise liquor license.  Part of the checklist requires him to get approval from the town.  Mr. Crofut explained that this license does not allow him to serve liquor in his establishment.  Chairman  Northcott asked about having the liquor stored at the Ling Street location.   We will discuss this issue further and get back to Mr. Crofut after next Monday’s meeting.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $125,214.56 and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the Meetinghouse Dam Deficiency Letter which he signed and returned.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the MEAP Portfolio Manager Letter.  After some discussion the Board agreed to allow MEAP Portfolio Manager to download data regarding energy usage in the town.  Mrs. Shepardson is the liaison for this project.

The Board reviewed the damage to the sign at the beach.  Mrs. Paight asked about getting the sign cleaned.  Mr. Robinson suggested we contact Mr. Orkins for recommendations on cleaning the sign.  Mr. Ferranti is also checking into this.

The Board reviewed a complaint from Ms. Aderer regarding logs on Meetinghouse Road.  We will have Mr. Patnode check them out.  We will have to determine whether or not this is a Class 6 road or was it discontinued.

The Board reviewed the status of the old Hunt Road. The Board had no further information on this road.    

Mrs. Paight asked about the status of the easements for the well.  Chairman Northcott asked Mr. Robinson to contact the Croteau family regarding their easement.  Chairman Northcott has already contacted Mr. Krinsky and Mr. Fadden regarding their easements.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:43pm.
