      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

July 31, 2006

As Amended on 8/22/2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott and  Mr. Robinson.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:45PM  - Mr. Butler – Mr. Butler and the Selectmen discussed the Boston Post Cane presentation to next recipients – a tie.  Both Dorothy Urquhart and Julia Hendrickson born on February 1, 1911.  It was decided that a framed certificate would accompany the cane presentation to all future recipients.  The manufacture of a smaller “symbolic” version of the cane was also discussed.  Mr. Butler left at 6:45pm.

6:50PM – Mrs. Orkins – The phone line for the Community House was discussed in regards to the handicap voter fax machine the State of New Hampshire will be supplying for State elections later in 2006.  She also discussed the MAAP program through the State of New Hampshire.  This program will require the Town of Marlborough to link directly with the State registration computer.  This will allow the town clerk to now handle the State portion of increased weight registrations and handle more plate types.  This linking will be required if the Town of Marlborough wishes to continue the State portion of vehicle registrations.  Mrs. Orkins will research the connection choices either directly linked or through the existing BMSI program.  Mrs. Paight asked what expenses were involved with this linking.  Mrs. Orkins answered that the only known expense would be a printer, and Mrs. Orkins will be looking into any other costs that may arise due to this change..  The town clerk state fee of $1.50 was discussed.  It was agreed that this fee could be increased to offset the cost of the printer.  The Selectmen also discussed the response time of meter repairs in the water/sewer department.  Mrs. Orkins left at 7:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $9,871.34 and $125.00 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Selectmen reviewed the fencing estimate for enclosing the demo container at the RTC.  The Selectmen will discuss this with the Mr. Batchelder, RTC Manager at his next monthly meeting.

Mr. Northcott updated the Board on his meeting with Scott Clang on 7/27/06 at 1:00pm at town hall.  Discussion regarding the current state of affairs at the Fitch Court Well (Well #2) and the School Street Well  (Well #1).  Necessary work was detailed.  It was decided that an estimate of cost be obtained from Rob Hitchcock of SVE Associates.  Also discussed was the procedure for developing a new well.  Rate change suggestions will be discussed for 2007.

The Board reviewed the speed study conducted by Chief Lyons on Old Chesham Road.  The Board will consider reducing speed limit as suggested.

Residents came to research flood maps.

The Board received two complaints from citizens regarding trash and mowing at the town beach.

The Board reviewed the July month-end budget.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20PM.
