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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

August 1, 2005

Discussion continued regarding the zoning regulations for the Cottage Street area.  

The Board reviewed a complaint from Mr. & Mrs. Giguere regarding the condition of 42 Knowlton Street.  Chairman Robinson asked Mrs. LaPlante to send a letter for immediate removal of the junk and to send a copy to the Town Attorney for further legal action. 

A citizen came before the Board regarding washout on Ling Street, which is causing a very deep ditch at the end of his driveway making it unsafe to drive vehicles in and out.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Patnode regarding this problem.

Chairman Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15PM.
