MINUTES OF THE SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

               AUGUST 3, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – MPD – Chief Lyons – Chief Lyons provided the Board with a schedule of events for the month of August.   There was a discussion regarding policies and procedures for high-speed chases.  Chief Lyons talked about the up coming budget season and asked if there is anything that the Board might be able to offer him in regards to cutting back on expenses or if the Board had any specific budget concerns.  Chairman Paight expressed her concerns for the regional prosecutor issue.  She expressed that she would like to see the town go with Attorney Jacques as our prosecutor and pull out of the regional prosecutor program.  Chief Lyons reported on the Stone Pond Beach parking issues.  Chief Lyons reviewed the “Safe Walk Program” email that he received.  He will forward it to the selectmen and the school board for review.   Chief Lyons left at 7:10pm.

 7:10PM Mr. Cameron – EMD - Mr. Cameron reviewed the organizational chart of the EOC with the Board.  He explained the chain of command.  He explained that we still do not have a true EOC as we don’t have the communications capabilities.  The item that is missing is an EOC radio room.  There was a discussion regarding the radio is that was given to us by Homeland Security.   The Board reviewed the grant application, which provided the radio for the EOC.   There was discussion about the Incident Command System (ICS).  The Board will look into this situation further.  Mr. Cameron left at 7:55pm.    

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $312.00, $59,590.63, and minutes of previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the request for a timber cut on Chesham Road.  Chairman Paight stated that this permit is over 100,000 board feet so it must go before the Planning Board.  Mrs. LaPlante will send a letter to land owner with Planning Board Application.

The Board reviewed a request from US Army Corp of Engineers to mount a data-monitoring device on the Knowlton Street Bridge to monitor the water flow of the Minniwawa River.   The US Army Corp of Engineers will be responsible for all maintenance to the device. Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to authorize the placement of the data-monitoring device.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a complaint regarding the odor in the Knowlton Street/Canada Street location.  The Board recommended that this complaint be forwarded to the health officer for further investigation.  

Mr. Robinson reported that Mr. Wyman would be resigning from the Advisory Budget Committee.  The Committee will look into finding a replacement for him for the remainder of the term.  Mr. Robinson will contact the other members of the Advisory Budget Committee for any recommendations.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55pm.
