      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

August 7, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

7:00PM – Mrs. Torelli, Health Officer:  Mrs. Torelli came before the Selectmen to discuss the Sanitation Report which she was to complete for the school.   She explained that the state required an inspection.  Mrs. Torelli reported that at the present time she was unable to pass the inspection on the school.  Mr. Robinson asked what some of the problems were found.  Mrs. Torelli provided photos for the Selectmen to review of some of the issue.   Mr. Robinson also asked if any of the problems would delay the opening of school.  Mrs. Torelli said “no”.  Mr. Robinson reported that some of the issues have already been addressed over the summer.  They have removed the old carpet and replaced it with tile and they have been painting.  Mrs. Torelli provided copies of the report, which she filed with the state for the Board.  Mrs. Torelli left at 7:30pm.

7:30PM – Mr. Krinsky –  Mr. Krinsky met with the Board to discuss the gift offered by the Society for the Protection of NH Forest of a 5.5 acre tract of land on Roxbury Road (Tap Map 2, Lot 40).  Mr. Krinsky  felt that the town should accept the gift with the possibilities of the land to be further discussed.  Mr. Northcott will contact our town attorney for suggestions on how to further proceed with this offer.  Mr. Krinsky left at 7:40pm.

7:55PM  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.

8:10PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $277,105.09 and the minutes of the previous meeting, as corrected.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the recommendations received from Mr. Dodge regarding the relocation of the Roxbury Road curb cut onto Route 101.  The Board also reviewed the roadway cut approval received from NHDOT.  The Board discussed the possibility of running a test on the proposed alterations prior to actual work being started.  There was some concern regarding the radius of the turn for large trucks that would be traveling to the Recycling/Transfer Center and the buses that go up to Camp Glennbrook.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20PM.
