PUBLIC HEARING MINUTES

August 8, 2005

Chairman Robinson called the public hearing to order at 7:00pm.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott, Administrative Assistant Sandy Laplander, Mr. & Mrs. Lankhurst and Mr. Krinsky on behalf of the Conservation Commission.   

The purpose of this public hearing is to receive input selling of town property located at the end of Water Street (Map 15 Lot 020).  The hearing was posted in the Keene Sentinel seven (7) days prior to the hearing and also at the Town Hall, Library, Post Office and Recycling Center.

At this time Chairman Robinson asked for any input from the floor.  Mr. Krinsky stated he would to speak on behalf of the Conservation Commission.  Their concern is that if this property were sold it would take away the possibility of continuing the rail trail from Water Street to Glennbrook Road at some point in time.  Mr. Lankhurst expressed a concern regarding the use of the trail through his property, as it is currently located very close to his house.  Mr. Krinsky stated that the land was purchased with private money to help the continuation of the rail trail.   

Mr. Krinsky asked if the Town could grant the Lankhursts use of the property without them actually purchasing the property.  Chairman Robinson suggested that it be included in the deed that the Town has a conservation easement should the property be sold that the land be tuned back to the town.

Mr. Krinsky asked Mr. Lankhurst if he would agree to giving a 50’ Conservation Easement on the north side of the property from Water Street to Glen Brook with the above noted stipulations.  Mr. Lankhurst was agreeable to this arrangement.  The Lankhursts agreed to be responsible for all legal cost to write the deed and easement.   The Town will contact legal council for assistance in preparing the narrative for the deed.

Chairman Robinson thanked everyone for his or her input.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn the public hearing.  Vote was unanimous.  Hearing adjourned at 7:30pm.
