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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

August 9, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.  

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode The Board asked Mr. Patnode about getting a voting booth that meets the ADA standards.  Mr. Patnode did not know where they could be purchased.  The Administrative Assistant will follow up with Mr. Fletcher, Town Moderator to see if he has any information regarding these booths.  Chairman Northcott reviewed a survey with Mr. Patnode and the other Board members regarding services that are offered to the Town of Marlborough and when these services were started.  The survey is being conducted by UNH.  

7:00PM – Hazardous Mitigation Committee – Mr. Goss, SWRPC; Mr. Rice, Mr. Davidian, Mr. Patnode 

The review process was continued.  The committee did evaluations on the mitigation strategies, which were completed at our previous meeting.  The committee will be holding another meeting on September 13th at 7:00pm in the conference room.  

8:00PM – Mr. Jeff Miller  - Mr. Miller came before the Board to discuss his appeal of his abatement.  Mr. Miller reported that he had spoken with Mr. Earls, the Town’s appraiser, regarding his current assessment.  Mr. Miller presented a study from Mr. Newcombe, appraiser, of comparable properties.   Chairman Northcott recommended that the Board review the information presented by Mr. Miller and also to contact Mr. Earls for his further recommendations.  The Board will give Mr. Miller an answer by Monday, August 16 so that if Mr. Miller still is in disagreement he may continue to file an appeal with the BTLA.  Mr. Miller left at 8:10pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting as amended and the manifest in the amount of $14,495.18.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Russell, Street Sequencing Coordinator, provided the Board with two options for road numbering of the new home located on Route 101, across from the State Highway Dept.  The Board decided to stay with the Main Street numbering system at this time as the conditions for the sub-division are still not complete.  The Administrative Assistant will notify the property owner and the 911 system of this number.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30pm.
