MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

             AUGUST 10, 2009

 

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mr. Robinson.

 

APPOINTMENT:  

 

Mr. Robinson moved to authorize AECOM work order #13 to continue feasibility and environmental study for RDA for new wells.  Seconded by Mr. Northcott.  Vote was unanimous.

 

At 7:00 the Selectmen were joined by Fire Chief John Manning and the Fire Wards—Mike Laffond, Steve Thomas, Matt Patnode and Harry Brake.

 

Chief Manning provided a price quote from IPS Co. for Scott air packs.  This is the preferred brand of air packs in Cheshire County and this is the company which supplies the local area.  Because he will be seeking federal grants/funding for this purchase it was recommended that he check to see if a bid process was necessary.

 

Chief Manning outlined the situation with the radio the Town received through a State grant program.  He and the Fire Wards feel the radio is currently located where it serves the best interest of the Town.  Chief Manning and the Fire Wards felt that the EOC (Emergency Operations Center) is the Fire Station building and not specifically one room in the building.  Currently, a radio room on the first floor houses all the communications equipment.  In an emergency, a radio communicator would be activated to man the radio room at the Fire Station.  All communications would go through this communicator.  Chief Manning felt relocating the radio to the EMD’s office would not be a practical step.  Chief Manning stated he had notified the Emergency Management Director that he had a spare radio which could be installed in his office if he desired one.  A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the EOC and the best use of the radio.  The Fire Chief and Fire Wards departed at 7:45 p.m.

 

Mr. Northcott will contact the State in regards to specifics on the EOC radio grant.

 

Mr. Robinson moved to accept minutes of 8/3/09 as amended.  Seconded by Mr. Northcott.  Vote was unanimous.

 

The Selectmen discussed an odor complaint and subsequent visit to the site by the Health Officer.  Chairman Paight stated a letter was sent out to the landowner.

 

Mrs. Paight informed the Board of a discussion she had with a Troy citizen who received a ticket for parking at the Town Beach.  His question is where should boaters park when they are not using a boat trailer.  Mrs. Paight will contact the Recreation Department for clarification.     

 

The Selectmen reviewed a sign permit application from the Heritage Commission for new signage along Rte 101 for the Gates House.  The distance from boundary was adjusted on the permit application in accordance with the Sign Ordinance.  Mr. Robinson moved to approve the sign permit for Heritage Commission as amended.  Seconded by Mr. Northcott.  Voted was unanimous.

 

Mr. Robinson informed the Board that he would be unable to attend the 8/17/09 meeting.

 

Mr. Northcott moved to adjourn at 8:45.  Seconded by Mr. Robinson.  Vote was unanimous.
