MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

AUGUST 13, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectman Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode:  Mrs. Paight asked Mr. Patnode about the possibility of placing rip-rap at the boat landing to held with the run off into Stone Pond.  Mr. Patnode said he has to plow the boat landing for the school bus turnaround and the riprap would cause a problem with the plowing.  Mr. Patnode and Chairman Northcott will be meeting next week regarding Gates Road.  Mr. Patnode reported that the highway department would be painting the crosswalks on Wednesday, August 16th and the police department will assist with traffic control.  Chairman Northcott reviewed the Knowlton Street/Canada Street signs for the one-way truck entrance.  Mr. Patnode will be looking for someone to do the roadside mowing as our currently vendor is retiring.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:40PM.
6:40PM:  Mrs. Corbett – Mrs. Corbett came before the Board regarding the decision of the ZBA regarding a commercial kennel.  Chairman Northcott explained the role of the Selectmen as enforcers of the Zoning Ordinances.  He explained that the Board does not have the authority to over rule the ZBA.  Mrs. Corbett stated that there are “state laws” that allow her to have up to 50 puppies per year.  Chairman Northcott will contact the town attorney regarding these laws but again, he noted that the board cannot over ride the ZBA decision.  Mrs. Corbett left at 6:55pm.

.ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mrs. Robinson moved and Chairman Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting, as corrected and the manifest for $26,326.27 and $271.44.  Vote was unanimous.
