MINUTES OF THE SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

               AUGUST 17, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM - Mrs. Natalie Reid came in to talk with the Board regarding being a member of the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  The Board explained the responsibilities of the Zoning Board.   Mrs. Reid has been recommended by Mr. Johnson as a member.  Mr. Northcott explained that there are seminars that would also provide education for a new member.   The Board will check with ZBA to see if Mr. Targett is going to resign and then a certificate of appointment will be completed for Mrs. Reid.  Mrs. Reid left at 6:40pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Cameron, EMD -   Mr. Cameron updated the Board on the grant which he has applied for to up-date the EOP (Emergency Operations Plan).  Mr. Cameron has the final grant application ready for signing.  Mr. Cameron explained some of the up-dates that need to be incorporated into the EOP.  This is a 50/50 match grant and the town’s portion will be considered as in-kind and will not be actual money spent.  Mr. Cameron stated that there are several pieces that need to be corrected and/or updated.   Chairman Paight asked questions regarding the record keeping for the $5000.  Mr. Cameron explained that there would be meetings with the responsible parties and Ms. Hubbard to work on the updates.   

Mr. Cameron reviewed a suggested letter that would be posted to invite volunteers to assist in the emergency management program.  He reviewed the possibility of a volunteer coordinator and also a resource manager.  These would all be volunteer positions.  

Mr. Cameron reviewed the basis plan for the POD (Point of Distribution) should an epidemic occur and medications need to be dispensed.  There will need to be meetings with the resource groups to be sure that the responsibilities of each group are known.  

Chairman Paight asked about a press release for the $1000 received from C & S Grocery for the emergency management plan.  When the check comes in the Selectmen will work with C & S to prepare a press release outlining the $1,000 grant.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed the status of the radio received from Homeland Security for the Emergency Operations Center.  Mr. Northcott contacted Homeland Security regarding the definition of where this radio should be placed.  It was defined as the place where the first responders are.  The Board agreed that it would be the fire department as a building not a specific room.  There was discussion regarding several issues of the radio use and location.  Mr. Cameron left at 8:50pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of $80.00, $25,238.87, and minutes of previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the bond anticipation note paperwork from Ocean Bank.   All signatures were obtained and the paperwork will be mailed.  

The Board reviewed a letter from Monadnock Conservancy regarding property located on Laurel Street.  The Board signed and returned the letter as requested.

The Board reviewed  and approved a building permit request for a shed on Water Street.  

The Board reviewed an intent to cut for property located on Old Chesham Road.   The permit was approved and signed.   After some discussion regarding the 100,000 board feet policy it was requested that Mr. Robinson take this to the planning board for revision.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:25pm.
